The great difference between the
Germany of the end of World
War I and the Germany of today
is in the paralyzing fear that Hein-
rich Himmler and his secret pol-
ice have instilled in the people.
There was no Himmler in 1918, and
no government leader of Hitler’s
ruthless power and desperate de-
CErminat}on. The Reichstag still
existed, and with it free speech and
an expression of popular will.

The Soc-
ial DBemocrats succeeded in per-
suading the majority of civilians
that only the militarists and the
profiteering industrialists wanted
the fight to continue. As early as
June, 1917, the Reichstag "had
adopted a peace resolution. And at
the end, the Reichstag was steam-
rollering toward a liberalized gov-
ernment which would give it the
power to conclude peace. The rev-

olution only hurried the process

Revolt Spreads

This began with the mutiny of
the fleet at Kiel. The fleet had
been drained of its best person-
nel to man Germany’s submar-
ines. For months the sailors had
been idle and restless. Finally, on
Nov. 3, came the regbellion which
brought the German empire to a
sudden end. The revolt spread to
the workers and soldiers within
Germany.
