Queensland's new Labor admin-
istration has now settled down to
its difficult task, and some impor-
tant changes and innovations have
already taken place, although Par-
liament does not officially meet for
some weeks yet.

Among other things, Dr,
Melhourne reommends that nego-
tiations should be opened with the
Government of Japan, having for
thelr purpose the conclusion of a
commercial  agreement between
Japan and Australia, such agree-
