'Ontario Election In

'May, June Probable

' TORONTO, March 25 — (CP) —
| A second wartime _election for
Ontario, probably in May or Jyne,
was assured Saturday by sudden
dissolution of the Legislature fol-
lowing by two days the defeat of
the Progressive Conservative Gov-
ernment.

Announcing the dissolution, Pre-
mier Drew sald the election will be
held as soon as arrangements can
be made for taking the vote of ov-
erseas servicemen.

Premier Drew said his govern-
r0-
vincial election “while our lads at
the front are locked in mortal com-
bat with a desperate enemy.”

It would, however, be “contrary
to constitutional practice” for the
government to seek further sup-
port from a legislature which had
wvoted non-confidence. The Pre-
mier charged that “by every poss-
ible device, each of the opposi-
tion groups impeded the business
of the legislature and made it im-
possible to proceed with important
government business.”
