OTTAWA, Ont, April 18—(By
the Canadian Press)—The Domin-
ifon Government was doing every-
thing that was humanly possible
for the agricultural industry, Col.
T. A. Mullins (Cons. Marquette) de-
clared in the House of Commons
today. Col. Mullins was resuming
debate on the budget,

“Why not protect Canadian pro-
ducts and Canadian industry,” he
asked as he proceeded to condemn
the fiscal policy of the former Lib-
eral administration under which, he
stated, large imports of canned
meats and other imports had come
into the country to the injury of
Canadian enterprise. “I am going to
have protection for the farmer—
for the primary products,” Col. Mul~
lins stated.

Proceeding, he decried the “cow-
less, sowless, chickenless farm” and
declared that some of the Liberal
members of the agriculture com-
mittee of the House had been talk-
ing wheat only during the past two
weeks “until wheat Has whiskers
on it.”

in that province, principal strong-
hold of Catholicism in Canada. He
characterized the ruling ‘as purely
local and added, “It does not mean
that mixed marriages are forbidden
but will have to be sanctioned by
Rome.”
In Catholic circles of Nova Scotia
and Ontario similar attitudes ap-
peared to prevail as in Quebec. Rt.
Rev. Thomas O'Donnell, Archbish-
op of Halifax, sald no prohibition
of dispensations for mixed marriag-

ince, while at Ottawa, Most Rev.
William Forbes, archbishop, sald he
did not agree that promises re-
garding religlous education of child-
ren demanded by the church m'ght
be renounced under civil law.

Recent instructions from the Va-
tican, Mgr. Forbes sald, did not
change the position maintained in
the Cathollc Church at Ottawa. He
held promises obtained in dispen-
satlons were binding under both
canonical and legal provisions, and
cited a test case tried in the courts
some years ago in which such prom-
ises were found binding by clvil law.

TOKYO, April 18—(Monday)—A
forelgn office spokesman said to-
day reports from the Japanese Con-
sulate-General at Harbin, Man-
churia, indicated the wreck of a
Japanese troop train near there last

To Nfl'd. Gov't.

ST. JOHN'S, Nfld, April 18. (By
the Canadian Press)—A proposal to
give the Imperial Oil Company a
fifteen year monopoly on the sale
of petroleum products in New-
foundland, in return for the plac-
ing of $1,750,000 in Government
bonds, will be included in business
before the House of Assembly when
it meets tomorrow, The proposit-
ion replaces a Government plan for
a state monopoly, and under the,
new terms the Company would not
only undertake to subscribe for or
procure the sale of the bond issue,
but would pay a royalty, in an a-
mount not yet specified publicly, in
which would be merged the amount
now obtained by customs duties.

The bond Issue, at 5 1-2 percent,
would be used to obtain funds re-
quired to pay part of interest on
the public debt, falling due June
30, Sir Percy Thompson, treasury
advisor, sald today. The Council of
the Board of Trade has approved
the scheme as a means of ralsing
the interest,
