The situation, in regard to the marketing of sows, has
developed into a problem. There is no demand for them
from the trade, and cold storage facilities have become so
lutted up with the product that Packing Plants find it
necessary to call a halt until some of the stock on hand can
be liquidated. Consequently, the
Board will not accept sows for shipment until the week of
July 31st, During that week arrangements will be made
to accept all the sows offered, but the chances are, they will
have to he re-loaded at some central shipping point and
Sent through to Montreal in straight carloads of sows.

Following this, it is probable another recess perlod"l

must be observed before a further shipment be undertaken.
