Dr. ‘Karl B, Hanson, who for so
many years was in charge of the
United States Fox Experimental
Station, but in January, 1935, re-
signed from it to take charge of fox
research work with Fromm Bros.,
Wisconsin, died recently. He was
well known to many of our lead-
ing fox ranchers who met him at
Toronto and Boston fox shows and
admired him very much. His great-
est accomplishments were in the
field of fox genetics and he won
international recognition for his
work. He had a most likeable per-
sonality and will be greatly missed.

Mink pelt shows are becoming
qute as common as fox shows, but
instead of having a lot of classifi-
cations such as the fox breeders
have, there are practically only four
classes—males and females, adults
and pups. It is suggested that in
future there should also be size
classifications for small, medium
and large pelts with the best in
