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BRIGHT OILCLOTH.

Try wiping your oifcloth with a
flannel cloth wrung from clear, warm
water and see how much brighter it
{s than when any old mop cloth is
used and water in which soap or am-
monia -abounds. If skimmed' milk is
plentiful it is still better than clear
water.

Linseed oil is a splendid oilcloth
preservative, but it must not he used
too liberally. It should be -warmed
until it will run freely. Use a flannel
cloth, moistened, to spread it very
sparingly over the surface. If the

* Jeast thickness of oil.is left on the

oilcloth it will collect dust constant-
ly and become a nuisance rather than
a benefit. 'Simply rub the oily flan-
nel over the oilcloth until it shines
but leaves no trace of the oil itself.

i FARM 1
SILAGE FOR FARM STOCK.

The- value of silage for the dairy
sow is well understood, but its val
ue for beef animals and sheep is not
so well know. For dry cows a ration
of 30 pound of silage, 4 to 5.pounds
of alfalfa hay and the run of a straw
stack = will nof only carry them
through the winter, but keep them
gaining consistently. When the cows
were. suckling calves they were fed
a litle grain. At the North Dakota
Experimental Station it cost 46 cents
less to make a hundred.pounds gain
on steers fed silage than on, steers
dry fed.

Silage was also found to be good
for..sheep, Three to four' pounds:of
silage, half a pound of alfafa hay and
half a pound of oats per day for a
breeding ewe of 150 pounds  gave
very good results. *Silage is a great
milk producer and should usually be
limited just previous to and follow-
ing lambing time.

This silage was made from corn
that was nearly mature. This is an
important point. Much better silage
can be made from corn that ig near-
ly mature that from corn that is im:
mature, nearly mature corn makes a
sweet silage, while immature  corn
makes a sour silage that has a low:
or feeding value than the other. An-
other point is that the ilage must bhe
mouldy.

IMPROPER CALF FEEDING

corn meal until the ration consists
of one half shorts and one half bar-
ley, or corn plus the milk. There-
fore, in fourteen to sixtéen days the
sow will be on. full, feed.

As soon as the pigs are able to
move about, all should be placed on
pasture, for it is indispensible to ec-
nomical growth. If scours appear a-
mong the pigs, reduce the sow's feed,
give her a dose of epsom salts and
each pig a teaspoonful of castor oil.
If thumps develop the remedy con-
sists in reducing the sow's feed and
compelling the pigs to take plenty
of exercise. The pigs should be in-
duced to eat as quickly as pogsible.
This can he done by feeding the-sow-
in a low, flat trough, into which the
pigs will soon learn ‘to go. This ac-
complished, provide a separate trough
enclosed. within a creep as as to ex-

clude the sow and give the pig
a feed of shorts and ground oats
mixed with skim milk. Keep all the'
troughs clean and so prevent the

pigs from swallowing filth and germs
which cause digestive disorders.

The care during “pig-hood”  deter-
mines the kind of hog that will be
produced in the end. The milk-fat
must never be lost, nor the pig's cap-
acity to consume and assimilate fopd,
weakended. © Always use  judgment
in feeding *and thereby prevent the
pigs from acquiring the habit of gett-

ing  “off-feed.”  Plan to feed so as
to grow strong bone and muscle and
to that cnd use an abundance ol
bone and musele producing  feeds.
Insist upon plenty  of exercise, but
provide- shade. Remember that a

badly raised pig never goes into the
pork harrelr showing o profit, wheprce-
as a well raised pig  will amply re-
pay for the time, feed and labor in
vested.

Cows iving at calving time . in
good condition—even somewhat fat—
will. give more satisfactory returns
during the lactation period than tows
freshening in poor condition.

Clover, or alfalfa, provides cheap
protein, while the silage will furhish
plenty of bulk and succenlency. The
value of the silo on every dairy farm
cannot be too strongly emphasized.

Roots are now' getting scarce, and
there is nothing like good silage to
take their place when it is available,
Plenty of good gilage and well-cured
alfalfa hay will reduce the cost of
grain feedhg.

Here is a point worth remembering,
horses which have been properly fed
and managed will be in excellent
condition to start work, and willy
therefore, not he in need of condi.
tion powders. Horses, in poor con-
dition, however, may he henefited by
a tonic. :
