, The evening session began at 8
o'clock and was open to the public.
The hall was crowded. An excellent
programme of music was rendered by
the. Amherst Band. Dr. Cutten, of
Acadia University, presided.

Among those on the platform were
sir Robert Borden, Premier Mathieson,
Premier G. H. Murray, Premier G. J.
Clarke, Hon. C. W, Robinson, of New
Brunswick, Hon. Sam Hughes and
Very Rev, Dean Lloyd.

Sir Borden gave an able address, in
which he dwelt at some length on the
admirable way in which the British
Empire, and Canada in particular, had
withstood the shock of the war. He
congratulated heartily all those who
were responsible for the present move-
ment.and upon the spirit which had
actuated that movement. He hoped
that good results would come from it,
He spoke of the vast resources of the
Maritime Provinces, which were as
well circumstanced as any other part |
of the Dominion, or for that matter, of
the world. He spoke for nearly an |
hour, holding the rapt attention of the
audfence throughout. In closing he
said, amidst defeaning cheers: “We
have one great duty, since the sword
has been drawn in this just cause, and
that is that it shall not be sheathed
with the consent of Canada until this
struggle is brought to a noble and vlc-'

torious end.”

Premier Murray, of Nova Scotia,
next spoke, congratulating the promo-
ters of the movement on the magni-
ficence of the meeting.

He reviewed the ‘industrial condi-
tions of the Maritime Provinces and
was optimistic in his outlook for the
future,

Premier Mathieson gave an excel-
lent address, punctuated with frequent
applause. He spoke eloguently on the
war and expressed confidence in tri-
umphant issue. In regard to P. E.
Island, he said that there was never
a time in its history when conditions
were better than they are to-day, not-
withstanding the universal shock of
the war. The Island has had an abun-
dant crop that exceeds in value all
previous records. The Island was
prosperous because the spirit of pes-
simism which had blighted the Mari-
time Provinces for so many years had
passed away and a spirit of hope and
confidence had taken its place. He
spoke at great length and resumed
his seat amidst applause.

Other addresses, all able and loud-
ly applauded, were given by Hon.
C. W. Robinson, N. B., Very Rev. Dean
Lloyd, Halifax, Major-General Sam
Hughes.

A vote of thanks to Premier Borden
and all other speakers was passed at
the conclusion of the meeting.

URGED CHOLERA AS A WEAPON?

PETROGRAD, Dec. 18—The Army
Messenger, the newspaper issued by
the staff of the armies at the front,
has now learned that the use of cho-
lera cultures as a weapon of modern
warfare was proposed officially by Gen-
eral Von Hetzendorf for use against
the Russians and Servians.

Gen. Von Hetzendorf's formal pro-
posal was presented to the supreme
military council of Austria, and warm-
ly opposed by Count Berchtold, who
threatened, if such a measure were
formally sanctioned, to resign his of-
ficial posts. y §

The Army Messenger, by the way, is
the official organ of the Rusian Army
during this war. It was created after
the armies had got to work, and is cir-
culated practically only at the front.
It is a perfectly trustworthy organ.

FRANCF PREPARED T0
FIGHT T0 A FINISH

(Special to the Guardian.).

PARIS, Dec. 18.—The length of the
war does not depend on the state of
French finances. Let France have con-
fldence in herself and their aid in
achieving final victory which the world
foresees. This was the statement of
Minister of Finance Ribot to-day in
explaining the financial situation
before the Budget Committee in the
Chamber of Deputies. ‘France will
not lack resources to continue the
war which was thrust upon her,” the
Minister declared. ‘ We have deter-
mined to wage war to the bitter end.
I can view without disquietude the
prolongation of hostilities to any
length.”

OTTAWA, Dec. 18.—Word has been
received here of the advancement of
Commander Charleg D. Roper, former
chief of staff in the department of the
naval service. Commnader Roper was
one of the British officers loaned to
this country on the organisation of the
naval service. It will be remembered
that after. going back to England he
was the object of a very bitter attack
by Liberals on the floor of parliament
in connection with the naval ald bill
debates. Commander Roper on his
return was placed in charge of .the
destroyer Cameleon, a vessel of 747
tons. Irom the Cameleon he has now
gone Lo the Broke, one of the big
destroyers, which on the outbreak of
the war were building in British yards
for the government of Chili and which
were taken over by the Admiralty. The
Broke is a very large, powerful and
heavily armed ship and is the leader of
a destroyer flotilla, believed ‘to be in
the North Sea.

~ ARE DECIDEDLY CONFLICTING

{SUMMARY OF THE SITUATION'

HARTLEPOOL, Dec. 18.—The first |

LONDON, Dec. 18.——Althoggh there
seems to be no doubt that the Russians
are retreating and that for the present
any gnticipations the Allies may have
an early invasion of Germany must
be dismissed, considerable mystery
surrounds the ‘reported  decisive vic-
tory. by the Germans which Berlin
celebrated last night.

Vienna gives a few details of the

fighting in the east. The claim is
made that ‘the Russians have been

driven out of their positions north of
the Carpathians, which would indicate
that part of the scuthern line of rail-
way in Galicia is again in the hands
of the Austrians, and that Piotrkow
and other central Poland towns have
bheen stormed, but silence is main-
tained regarding north Poland, where
a German victory is said to have been
achieved. ¢

The German official report dismisses
this battle with the statement that
“in Poland we are still pursuing the
enemy, who continues to give way.”

Amsterdam  despatcheg serve to
heighten the aonfusion over the situa-
tion by quoting Berlin papers and ex-
pressing disappointment , at the fact
that no names of battlefields are men-
tioned, no results of fighting disclosed,
no lsts given of the number of cap-
tured guns and prisoners. Disappoint-
ment at the silence of the Russians
is also expressed, and advices from
Petrograd are awaited.

The Allies’ offensive in the west
continues slowly, although when the
gains claimed to have been made are
taken together considerable advance is
indicated in Flanders and the vicinity
of the Arras, where the Allies are
making the greatest efforts, in the be-
lief that the penetration of German
lines would compel a general retire-
ment. It is still a matter of siege
warfare in Belgium and France.

Berlin says . many attacks of the
Allies are being repulsed with heavy
casualties, which will be added to
when the Germans mine the trenches
which the Allies are compelled to
eyacuate.

The Admiralty denies the German
report-that German ships which raided
the coast Wednesday sank two British
destroyers, and say no British ships
were lost.

In reply to a request from the Cor-
porationg of Hartlepool and West
Hartlepool to make an investigation of
the raid, the Admiralty replied that
this was not necessary, as the Govern-
ment know the facts.

GERMIN RAID CAUSED
NO PANIC IN ENGLAND

LONDON, Dec, 18.—The news of the
German raiders’ arrival was promptly
sent to the military authorities of all
coast towns and prearanged steps
were immediately taken everywhere
s0 as to be prepared in case a raid
developed at other points.

There is much speculation in London
ag to how far the German raid has
succeeded in creating a feeling of un-
easiness or panic in other coast town.
One of the London newspapers tele-
graphed to the mayors of coast towns,
asking them what effect the news of
the enemy’s visit had had. All replies
received so far indicate that uneasi-
ness is felt. Among the replies are
the following:—

Folkstone.—Complete arrangements
have been made here for all eventu-
alities. Business is going on as usual.

Great. Yarmouth.—We have taken all
necessary precaution to protect the in-
habitants in the event of a bombard-
ment here. The people are quite calm.

Harwick.—The city is calm and
normal.

Hull.—The excitement over the raid
soon subsided here. We have full con-
fidence in the navy.

Lowestoft.—The raid has not affect-
ed our nerves. The emergency com-
mittee has taken. every precaution.
No attack is expected, but we are pre-
pared for any contingency.

A number of refugees and travellers
arrived in London from the bombarded
towns during the night. Some of them
showed signs of the raid in bandages,
covering minor wounds.

HOW VON SPEE'S SHIPS
MET THEIR WATERLOO

BUENOS . AYRES, Dec. 18.—The
first detailed accounts of the naval
battle on December 8, when four Ger-
men cruisers were sent to the bottom,
reached here to-day from Puerto Gal-
legos, Patagonia.

According to these accounts the
Germans were on their way to seize
the Falkland Islands, British posses-
sions, when they came unexpectedly
upon a lone British warship. The
other members of the British fleet
were taking on supplies from neigh-
boring islands at tho time. Before
the Germans were aware of the
strength of their opponents, these
ships closed in on them and the fate
of Admiral Von Spee's squadron was
soon sealed.

The story of the battle was told
by passengers on the British steamer
Origsa, which arrived at Punta Are-
nas from Callao, Chile. They say the
losses of the British were placed at
eight men.

It was a formidable British squad-
ron which faced the Germans. In-
cluded in it were the battleships Cano-
pus, the battle-cruisers Invincible and
Inflexible and the cruisers Kent, Corn-
wall, Carnarvon, Bristol and Glasgow.
It far outmatched in strength the Ger-
man squadron, consisting of the five

zig, Nurnburg and Dresden.

The . British squadron arrived at
Port Stanley, Falkland Islands, on
December 7, to take on supplies. The
next morning the Canopus, which was
guarding the entrance to the port,
sighted a hostile warship. Four others
quickly came into view and were re-
cognized as the squadron of Admiral
Von Spee. The German warships
had left the Chilean Islands of Juan
Ferandez on November 156, for the
Falkland Islands, to take possession
of the islands and destroy the wire-
less station.

Only the Canopus was visible at
first to the Germans, who steamed
straight at her. The Canopus opened
fire and the other British warships
rushed to her assistance.

The Bcharnhorst, Gneisenau and
Leipzig formed in battle line. The
Nurnburg and Dresden, however, drop-
ped back from the firing line.

The British warships concentrated
their fire on the Scharnhorst, which
sank after an hour’s fighting, when it
became evident that the Scharnhorst,
Admiral Von S8pee’s flagship, was
doomed her crew assembled on the
forward deck. The Scharnhorst re-
, fused to surrender and soon plunged
beneath the waves. The crew pre-
served its formation as the ship went
down and cheered as the waters closed

about them. l

The Glasgow engaged the Leipzig,
and sank her. The Gneisenau went
down eighty miles from Port Stanley.

The Nurnburg attempted to escape,
i but after a pursuit of two hours was
sunk. The Carnarvon pursued the
Dresden, but was not swift enough to
overhaul her, and the German war-
ship escaped.

After the battle the British picked
up 194 Germans, including a few offi-
cers, Of these survivors one hundred
were from the crews of the two Ger-
man, colliers. An opportunity to sur-
render was offered the colliers, but
it was refused and they were sunk.

The cruiser Cornwall was damaged
slightly below the waterline. None of
the other British warships were dam-
aged.

On December 10, funeral services
were held for the eight British sailors
who were killed, in the presence of
the commanders and crews of the
| squadron.

| The Morning Post's correspondent,
under date of November 10, discussing
Japan’s attitude as to Tsing Tau and
the Islands in the Pacific, says: “To
appreciate the Japanese point of view,
the whole circumstances must be fully
considered. In western countries
emphasis appears to be laid upon the
condition of Japan’s ultimatum to Ger-
many, promising the return of the
territory to China on condition that
Germany relinquished her hold with-
out force. But Germany did not sur-
render it without much cost to Japan.
Thus the circumstances, from the
Japanese point of view, are entirely
altered. The reduction of Tsing Tau
hasg cost Japan a good deal of blood
and money. There is also the further
outlay of policing the Pacific with a
widely scattered fleet.

“From all that has been said it is
clear that the general feeling in Japan
is that none of the German possessions
captured can be lightly released. In
any case Japan cannot relinquish them
without a quid pro’ qio.
