BROKERS LEAVE
T0 START JAIL
SENTENCES

(Canadian Press)

CALGARY, ‘Alta, Nov. 11—Isaac
W. Solloway and Harvey Mills, na-
tionally known brokers who were
fined $225,000 and $25,000 and sent-
enced to four months and one month
in jail respectively, today withdrew
their appeal, which had been pend-
Ing since June, and left for Leth-
bridge, site of the provincial jail to
serve the sent The brokers,
who were heads of the former brok-
erage firm of 8olloway-Mills and
Company, left for Lethbridge this
afternoon., Surrounded by friends
and counsel at the Station, the
brokers refused a statement to the
press. Just the bare announcement
that they had withdrawn their ap-
peal and would start for Lethbridge
Jjail immediately, was made by Coun-
sel for the two men.

Arrested during the Dominion
wide brokerage house probe in Janu-
ary, Solloway and Mills came to trial
in Calgary last June and were con-
victed on a charge of bucketing and
attempting to affect the market
value of stocks. At the time sentence
was pronounced, June 3 by Mr. Jus-
tice Ives, the sentences were appeal-
ed by the Attorney General on the
ground that they were inadequate
and the brokers were remanded on
bail. A counter appeal to have the
sentences quashed was made by the
brokers’ counsel and it was this that
was scheduled today. What action
the Crown will take in view of to-
day's decision of the brokers {in
withdrawing 'their appeal could not
be immediately learned.

On October 29, Solloway and his
partner pleaded guilty to charges of
“gaming in stocks” at Toronto and
were fined $200,000 and $50,000 re-
spsctively by Mr, Justice Jeffrey of
the Ontario Criminal Assizes Court.
