Fox prices held up well today
at the opening of the Hudsons
Bay Company’s first 1947 auc-
tion sale with one skin rum-
ning to £12 158 ($51) in early
bidding with others near £I11
($44).

Silver foxes were auctioned
today and will continue to-
morrow. Next on the block will
be 10,000 mink furs from Swe-
den, Denmark and the United
States as well as Canada.

This will be the first special
mink auction sale since before
the war when prices ran from
£5 to £7 a skin.

Rush Repairs To
Electric Power Line
Into Hamilton, Ont.

HAMILTON, Jan, 6 — (CP) —
Enginesrs of the Ontario Hydro-
Electric Power Commission worked
tpmght to throw a diversionary
line around a break in the 60-cycle
power lines between this industrial
city of more than 165,000 and the
generating station at Decew Falls,
near St. Catharines, Ont.

The line, expected to be in oper-
ation tomorrow, is expected to re-
store to the Hamilton area its nor-
mal power service, zlmost entirely
knocked out by a severe ice storm
and high winds.

Meantime domestic consumers
were asked to cut down their use
of power by one-third.

The power crisis stemuned from
breaks in the transmission lines in
the Smithville area, southeast of
here and almcest directly south of
Grimsby. More than 150 steel frame
towers carrying power lines were
pulled down when heavy ice form-
ed on the wires late last week and
high winds toppled the towers for
a strefch cf eight miles,

Werkimen  have come from all
over the Province for the repalr
job. The diversion is being made
with wooden poles which are to
carry deuble-cirouit lines. To set
the poles up, holes are being blast-
ed in the frozen earth.

Barring further heavy icing, there
should be no more interruptions in
power service in this district this
winter once the poles are install-
ed, a hydro spokesman said.
