NINE MEN KILLED AND
TEN SERIOUSLY INJURED

NEW YORK, Sept. 11—At least nine
laborers were killed outright today
and ten others injured in the collapse
of an overhanging shoulder of rock
from above the western mouth of the
old Erie tunnel.

, The collapse  was directly beneath
the edge of the Hudson Boulevard,
which at the points runs along the
inner line of Bergen Hill, and thou-
sands lined the Boulevard all the af-
ternoon peering down at the removal.
Of the known dead, were four 'Am-
ericans, three were unidentified, and
two were foreigners. Of the known
injured the only one in immediate
danger is an American.

For several years the Erie has been
working at the gigantic task of carv-
ing an open cut for its passenger
trains through the solid rock of Ber-
gen Hill which in some spots is 300
feet high. :
The cut was opened for travel not
long ago, but there still remains the
task of hewing a common portal for
the -old tunnel and the new cut out
of the ledge where they will meet
west of the Boulevard, It was there
that the fall came today. A thick
strip of rock forty  feet wide and
twenty feet high' was loosened and
peeled off like wall paper and toppled,
crashing into the spot where the gang
were tearing down brick work at the
mouth of the old tunmel. Instantly
they were buried under a mass of de-
bris, and hidden in clouds of dust.
Fifty policemen and all the city
ambulances could do little to help
them  until the railroad employees,
and a steam shovel got on the job,

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MONTREAL, Sept. 11—The great!
Roman Catholic Eucharist Congress !
which has been in progress here ior|
the past week, and has attracted
Catholics from all parts of the world,
was hrought to a close today by the
procession of the Blessed Sacrament.
Never has such a spectacle been wit-
nessed in Montreal. It is estimated
that over fifty thousand people took
part in the procession, and that ful-
ly half a million witnessed it. Peo-
ple poured into the city from all
parts of the Dominion and the Uni-
ted States, and Montreal had to-
day in its gates more than it ever
had' before.

Some idea of the size of the pro-
cession may be gotten from the fact
that it took nmearly four hours to
pdss, a given point. 1In the proces-
sion walked Cardinals, Archbishops,
Bishops, thousands of priests and
sisters, besides members of the reli-
gious institutions, Judges, members
of Parliament, Mayor and Aldermen
and thousands of others.

The route.of procession, which was
over the principal streets of the east
end of the city, was three miles
long.
