LONDON, Sept. 10.—British and
New Zealand troops spent yesterday
in an assault upon the high ground
on that part of the front lying to the
southwest " of Cambrai from which
Byng in November launched his
massed tank attack against the City.
There is one extensive wood in this
region, that of Havrincourt, which
must still afford fairly good - shelter
for troops and material in process of
assembly for an assault. To the south
is a much smaller but considerable
strip of woodland known as the wood
of Gouseacourt. This wood ought
to be extremely useful in the process
of an attack upon Cambrai. The Brit-
ish captured 'most of Havrincourt
Wood on Friday and Saturday.

Sir Douglas Haig reported last

night that in an advance over a four
mile front yesterday - progress had
been made in the eastern portion of
Havrincourt Wood, that New Zca-
landers and English - troops in the
region between the Wood and Poiz-
iere, a. suburb of Epehy, had captur-
ed-all the high ground including the
wood of Gouzeacourt. They have thus
won back their old positions over-
‘1ooking the village of Gouzecourt.
The British troops southwest of
Cambrai now stand in almost, as ad-
vantageous a position for a conver-
ging attack upon the city as the
Canadians on the northwest. We may
look for a further closing in along
the Arras Bapaume and Bourlon
Wood before ‘the final assault upon
Cambrai is launched.
It must be remembered that herc
the Hindenburg line is not the real
obstacle to the British advance as
British artillery from Mouvre and
other points in the north where the
line has already been breached are
in a position to enfllade the enemy
trenches well to the south of Havrin-
court.

o MANIFESTO

AMSTERDAM, Sept. 7—Field-Mar-
shall Hindenburg’s' manifesto to the
German people declaring- that the en-
emy in addition to’'the armed offensive
is conducting and oensive by printed
matter containing “most insane rum-
ors” is published prominently in all
the German newspapers. It hegins:

“We are engaged in 'a severe battle
with our enemies. If mumerical sup-
arlority alone were to guarantee vic-
tory, then Germany would long sihca
have lain crushed on: the ground.
The enemy -knows, however, that
Germany and her allies are not to be
vanquished by arms alone.”

The procamation reads that along
with the battle against the German
armies, the enemy is waging war
agalnst the German spirit. “We
should not treat highly this plan of
the enemy,” he says.
