well as he did, In those few words
we realize the results of Lincoln’s
patience with those so called friends
who kept publicly criticising their
chief. He once said to Leonard
Swett, “I may not have made as
great a president as some other men,
but I believe I have kept the dis-
cordant elements together as we!l as
any one-could.” Like Abraham Lin-
coln, are we as Christians ready to
let men criticise us and find fault
with us if anly we ¢an use them for
the cause of Christ, as Lincoln was
able to use Stanton and Seward and
Simon Cameron and Hooker and Mc-
Clellan and Thaddeus Stevens and
Greeley and Benpett to help save the
Union?

As the twilight is the most beauti-
ful part of the day, so we find that
the mellowing sunset of Lincoln's life
was even more glorious in its golden
reflections than whcn he was accom-
plishing the great purpose of his life
—the prescervation of the Union. Like
Moses of old, he was able to lead his
people through the dark wandcrings
in the wilderness but, al'so, like
Moses, he was not to be allowed to
plant his foot in the promised land.
The Jordan  which cenarated him
from his southern people in the re-
constructive period was to be a great
river whose wuaters came from the
falling tears that illions of eyes
shed over his bier and by his coffin
lid. In those few days that led up
to Appomattox and thercafter we
may know what fruit the patienc: of
Lincoln would have borne. His pur-
pose was to bind up the nation’s
bleeding wounds and make the ‘‘boy
in gray” and the ‘boy in blue”
clasp hands as brothers.

How, them, did he want to reach
out the hand of reconciliation? On
Feb. 5, 1868, aftgr tho outcome of
the war Was practically decided, he
drafted a bill by which, if Congress
consented $40Q,000,000 w *0 be
paid on accoun$ of the liberation of
the slaves. He presehted this pto-
posed bill to his Cabinct, and when
they unanimously rejected it the pre-
sident, as Norman Hapgood tells us,
“sadly folded it up and laid it
away.”” As soon as Richmond had
been evacuated he got on the cars
and started south. le went not as
a conqueror, but as a messenger of
peace. In his plain, simple way he
practically said to the old Virgin-
fans: “‘I am your brother. 1 am
your friend. Come, be my brother
and my friend.”” When that other
messenger of peace, Ulysses S. Grant,
practically said to the officers and
men of the disbanding southern arm-
ies alike: ‘““‘Go home. Take your
horses and plow your fields. Go
home and be our friends and com-
rades instead of our foes,”” what was
Lincoln’s comment? jood! Good!
All right! Ixactly the thing!” Ad-
miral Porter gives these as Lincoln’s
words, which he heard him repeat a
dozen times.

To-day, if I had it in my power, 1
would start a pilgrimage to the
Springficld tomb. 1 would have the
southerner gs well gs the northerner,
casterner and the westerner go there
and learn the lesson of gentle and
glorious love. “‘“What,”” some cynic
cries, ‘“would you have the souther-
ner go there as to a shrine?”” Yes,
my brother, T would have the south-
erner go to Lincoln’s tomb and kneel,
the saume as I would have the north-
erner go to the sacred tomb of Lex-
ington, Va., and how reverently be-
fore the dust of honored, gentle Rob-
ert k. Iec. Both of these men were
conquerors. Both have subdued and
by their example will yct subdue
great hosts whose numbers, in  the
dim future, will be countcd by the
millions. DBoth have won and will
win their greatest victorics not by
the sword, but by love. When the
civil war vas closiag these two great
leaders vwere able to say to each
other, ““Thou art my brother.”” Both
arc enshrined in their nation’'s love
and admiration.

Therefore, fellow countrymen, with
the universal affections of the Ameri-
can people, cannot the north come
with her pacred dust of Springfield,
11l., and the south come with her
sacred dust of Lexington, Va.; then
after the north and south with their
precious burdens have both met at
the national capitol at Washington
cannot the two diflerent sections
which once stood face to face in bat-
tle now stand side by side and bury
their two sacred dead in ono grave?
Then over this one grave, entombing
the commingling dust of the two
sacred dead, cannot and will not the
reconciled north and south chisel one
single God given epitaph, such as
old Kentucky placed upon her mem-
orial shaft, erected upon the once
blood soaked field of Chickamauga to
her ‘‘boys in gray’’ and to her “‘boys
in blue:’’ ‘“‘A® we are united in life
and they umited in death, let one
monument perpetuate their deeds and
one people, fetgetful of all asperi-
ties, forever hold in grateful remem-
hrsnces all the glories of that ter-
rible conflict which mado all men free
and retained every star upon the na-
tion’s flag.”’

Abraham Linceln's parting words
to hie fellow townsmen when for the
last time he left Springfleld de-
pot for the matiomal’ capital were
these: ‘‘To-day X leave you. I go to
assumeq a task more difficult than
that which develved upon Washing
ton. Unpless the great God who as-
pisted him shall be with and aid me
I must fail, but if the same omnis-
cient mind and Almighty arm that
dircoted and protected Aim shall
guide amd support me I shall not
fail, I shall succeed. ot us all
pray that the God of our fathers
may mot forsaks us now. Te him I
commend you all. Permit me to ask
that with eéqual sincerity and faith
you will jmveoke his wisdom and
guidance fer me."” This was the key-
note of his whele gentie, loving, pat-
fent, forgiving life: Trust in Uod
and patient dependencé upen the di-
vine will, Te Abraham Tincoln’s
God I commend you.  May that God
ferever guide us alll

THE SUNDAY SCHOOY.

LESSON VIII, FIRST QUARTER, INTER-
NATIONAL SERIES, FEB. 21.

Text of the Lesson, Matt, xii, 1-13,
Memory Verses, 6-8—Golden Text,
Matt. xii, 12—Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M, Stearns.

After the healing of the paralytic,
who came down through the opening
in the roof, the order of events seems
to have been the call of Matthew and
the feast glven by him in his own
house, then a visit to Jerusalem and
the healing and discourse at Bethesda
(Jobn v). We recently had the record
of a Sabbath day at Capernaum, the
healing at Bethesda was on a Sabbath
day, and now the cornfield incident
and the healing of the withered hand
in today’s lesson are both Sabbath day
events. Note also the healing of the
hlind man in John ix.

Why all these Sabbath day doings
when they so stirred and angered the
Jews? Probably for the same reason
that Hezekiah destroyed the brazen
serpent which Moses had made. The
children of Israel made an f{dol of it
and burued incense to it. When the
Lord Jesus was on earth the Sabbath
day was a Jewish idol, they worshiped
it rather than Jebovah, and the Lord
of the Sabbath was seeking to draw
them to Iimgelf.

Dr. Weston says that the Sabbath
was the Jewish national flag and that
by it they claimed a peculiar relation
to God as their Creator, Redeemer and
rest. They were thinking of thelr na-
tional honor rather than the honor of
their God and His word. The bone of
contention on this occasion was that,
passing through cornfields on the Sab-
bath day, His disciples had plucked
and eaten ears of corn. The Pharisees
said it was not lawful to do so. The
Lord Jesus justified His disciples on
four grounds—the example of David,
the law of Moses, the testimony of the
Splrit through the prophets (Hos. vi, 6;
Mic. vi, 6-8) and His own authority as
Son of Man.

Professing to honor the Sabbath, they
had no Sabbath stillness in their souls,
but full of evil purposes they go their
own ways, find their own desires and
speak words out of their own hearts.
Contrast Isa. Iviil, 13. They did not
understand the significance of either
the Babbath or sacrifice; hence our
Leord said, “Go ye and learn what that
meaneth, I will have mercy and not
sacrifice’” (compare verse 7 and chapter
ix, 13). The design of both Sabbath
and sacrifice is not that men should do
or bring something meritorious to God
to win His favor, but that God might
show favor and blessing to us. God
deajres to give to us as sinners His
meroy and compassion.

The very first sacrifice on record
(Gen. iii, 21) sets forth God giving to
helpless sinners redemption clothing;
they having nothing to bring Him but
their nak sinful, belpless selves.
The first Sabbath sets befere us man,
in the imagp of God, resting in and en-
Jaying the works of ﬂth which
'he bad nothing whateve do hut to
accept and gratefully’

Then Me healed the man, and the
Pharisees became %o enraged that they
went out and held a council against
Him. how thew rnlwht (m Blm
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(viteb 34). | Thé 1mpotenice or the man
was very suggestive of the spiri
céndition of the natiom, but he kne
his condition and they did not. Th
were blind and deaf and lamé and px
sted and leprous and thought that
nOthing alléd them, but that, on the
contrary, they were the only righteoyp

tion oh They were really as
helpless as this helpless man, and the
lord wap as ready to help them as
, but they would take nothing froms

as they considered Him to be,
and why should they, Tor in their own
estimation they had everything and
needed nothing. Rev. iii, 17, describes
them, as it also does multitudes today.

In reference to His saying about a
sheep some one has well said that He
did not say “see a sheep,” but “have a
sheep.”” The point is that of owner
ship. He owned them, they were His
sheep, at least professedly, and He
owned the Sabbath day, which He had
given to man for man’s benefit, but
while He could control it and gave spe-
clal blessing in it they would not lgt
Him control them. They persisted fh
going astray (Isa. liii, 6).
