The result has been that. psycholo-
gy and theology have  found them-
selves nearer together . than -they
thought. The fact is that instead of
them being enemies they have dis-
covered that they are friends - and
that psychology is the ally of theo-
logy and the friend of religion. We
are coming to study James, Star-
buck and many others working in
that field as we study Hodge, Shadd
and others working in their fleld. Wo
are coming to realize that we are
moving toward the same point from
different angles of vision.
Psychology has done a great work
for religion in clearing up many
cobwebs from ' religious experienco
and has expldined as natural much
which passed for supernatural. Witch-
craft, sorcery, demonology, have all
been exposed and largely explained by
the investigations of this science.
Spiritualism, one of the most diffi-
cult of phenomena, is yielding to the
scrutiny of the psychologist. If John
Wesley could rise today he would re-
cant the statement that ‘‘the Bible
and witcheraft stand or fall togeth-
ef.’’ Many of the mysterious pro-
ducts of high-pressure evangelism
may be understood by the investiga-
tions of this science. The theologian
needs a thorough knowledge of psy-
chology in the cure of souls. Let us
use the results of psychology in our
study of the seventh chapter of Ro-
mans. I have never been able to fit
Paul's experience into any theologi-
cal ‘molh, but a recent study of it
from the standpoint of psychology
has led me to feel that after all that
is- the method to use in its study.

We are led first to consider the
duality or plurality of the selves.

The ‘‘I'’ as knower is the ‘‘better
gelf’’ which hates the evil of ‘‘me’’
as -known which is the worse self.
The ‘‘me’’ goes on doing things which
w1 refuss to acknowledge as mine.
The fact is ‘1"’ hate not simply the
act,. but the ‘‘me'’ a8 the actor.
What is. the explanation of this
duality? We are told that there are
different planes or levels of consaci-
‘onsness.. There is the animal plane
which isiearly developed. Thisis the
lowest level of consciousness. This is
followed by the selfish plane.. Then
comes the. social and after that we
have  the highest—the idealistic.
Some people remain on the lowest
