Farmers Urged To
Place Fertilizer
Orders At Once

“We would advise the farmers of
Prince Edward Island to place their
orders for fertilizers now. Infor-
mation has been received by us
that fertilizer companies in the
Maritime Provinces have their
storage facilities filled to the limit,”
states Dr. J. A, Clark, Superintend-
ent of the Experimenta] Farm.

“We strongly recommend that
farmers would take delivery of their
fertilizer as soon as possible,” Dr.
Clark adds. “This will not only
assure them of the fertilizers they
need when they require them but
will enable the fertilizer companies
to complete the manufacture of the
balance of the fertilizers that will
be required in our province.

“The demand for fertilizers had
increased greatly and with the lib-
eration of countries in Europe and
Asia there will be an overall
shortage. Already UN.RR.A. has
received estimates of large quanti-
ties that will be required.

“Transportation facilities aretax-
ed to the limit so that cars may
not be available to move all the
fertilizer during the planting seas-
on. There is also the possibility
that ice conditions may delay ship-
ments to this Province.
