$60,000In Cash

KANSAS CITY, Dec. 10—The In-
terstate National Bank was robbed
today  of $60,000 in cash by  four
bandits who forced twenty employ-
ecs to remain quiet while they wait._
ed for the time clock to release doors
to the vault,

The four ment met a porter as he
Wwas passing through the outer doors
of the bank cn his way to work.
They forced him to admit them to
the bank lobby, threatening him
with death if he mad¢ an outery. A
guard was kept concealed near the
door to the bank. As cach emplyee
arrived he was warned to keep si-
lent and was taken to the rear of
the building, there to wait under
guard until the bandits could - get
into the vault. At 8.30 a. m. a time
clock released the mechanism lock-
ing the huge steel doors of the
vault. Swiftly the bandits opened
the vault seized the cash and
Hede~They-issued a final warning,
that ‘anyone attempting to pursue
them would be shot by a guard out.

KENTVILLE, N. S. Dec. 10.—Ap-
; ple growers from all parts of the
Annapolis Valley were here today for
the opening of the three day annual
meeting of the Nova Scotia Fruit
Growers Association, the first con-
vention of that body since the Royal
Commission on the fruit industry
brought down its report recommend-
ing reorganization of producing and
marketing facilitics under an all-
inclusive cooperative.

Endorsation of the main principles
of the Commission’s report was
brought out in the Presidential address
of President G. A. Boggs, who declared
“we have now gone the limit insofar
as investigation is concerned, The,
Royal Commission has carried out its
work, Now it is our move.”” He did
not propose to say that the Commis-
sion’s recommendations were perfect-
ly suited to the apple growers needs,
but was convined they were based on
sound principles and were a founda-
tion on which to build with assur-
ance.

000 new business for Canadlan auto.
mokbile manufacturers has been se-
cured for them in one ¢f the coun-
tries’ of continental Europe. As a
result of negotiations recently con.
ducted between Cuanadien trade of-
ficials in Irmdon and on the Con-
tinent, a. lighly  advantageous  ar.
rangement has been effected,. it is
understood, with Czetho-Slovakia.
While Cunada has a trade treaty
with that country put through by
the Tate Hon. James Robb, it was
found that Capadian auttmochiles
admiited to that
country, and trade officials wlo are
