The Chancellor asserted that all
payments to a foreign country
must take the form of sending
goods or of rendering services.

“It may well bé that this truth
has been hidden from the American
farmer by transactions which he
has perhaps not observed,” he said.

Pointing out that Europe had
been assisted in previous payments
to the United States by the ex-
penditures made by American
tourists and by loans from the
United States, the Chancellor as-
serted that at present tourists were
spending very little money ‘and
that American loans had been cut
off.

He denied that he was in
sense uttering threats,

“If you see a man walking along
a precipice,” he said, “and you
point out to him that the ground
is undermined, that is not a threat,
it is a warning, and it is not less
friendly because it is evident that
if the man goes over the precipice
he is quite llkely to drag you down
with him.”
