Early Blight Hits
N. B. Potato Yield

(C.P. By Guardian’s Special Wire)

FREDERICTCN, N. B, July 27
—A survey of the protato.crop in
New Bruncwick this season by of-
fic'als of the Dominlon Plant
Pathological Service indicates that
early blight is general as a re-
sult of the warm and damp weath-
er, but that the outbreak is oc-
curring in mild form only, Early
blight is not con:idered destructive,
but it undoubtedly affects the y'eld
of plants by nateriatly reducinz the
active leaf surface. It Is character-
ized by brownish spots with con-
centric rings, which occur on the
leaves and stems.

Late blight has also been found
only in slight form in three locali-
t'es in the province. Warm, humid
conditions enhance the develop-
ment of this disease. It is one of
the most destructive maladies at-
tacking the potato, since it is cap-
able of destroying the foliage as
well as the tubers.

Hatfield Still

Hatfleld's counsel, Allle J. Con-
nor declared he would take the
case, if necesrary, to the United
States Supreme Court.

Hatfleld’s case has been the sub-
ject of many hearings. He was al-
leged to have collected the $71000
by representing his schooner, the
Gypsum Queen, was sunk by an
enemy submarine in 1915.

FACTS ABOUT LIGHTNING

The chances of our being struck
by lightning are really very slight.
In fact, there is barely one chance
in 300,000 that a person will be kill-
ed during-the year. However, it is
comforting to remember that when
you see the flash you will know that
the lightning has missed you,

Lightning is .an electrical spark
seeking the earth. Like all electri-
cal discharges, it follows the line of
least resistance and seeks the best
electrical conductor.

The highest point is most apt to
attract lightning. This may be a
high tree, a building, a fence, or
even an animal or person on flat
level ground. The more open the
country the greater will be the at-
traction at that point. Groups of
people or animals are more apt to
attract lightning than an individ-
ual poreon or animal,

The chimney is the most likely
point of a house to be struck and
the lightning will follow it to the
ground or until it finds an easier
path on the way. A metal pipe
might provide this, and in order to
get from the chimney, the lightning
will jump through the air. If in-
doors during a storm it is best to
stay away from the walls, the fire~
place, the stove and radiators. The
sal‘est spot is usually in the centre
of the room;-as-long-as-you-d> not
place yourself between the chimney
and any good “earth,” such as a
radiator. /

Contrary to general opinion
draughts do not attract lightning,
and 1t is not particularly dangerous
to stand by an cpen window.

Never seek shelter under an iso-
lated tree, particularly an Oak or
Fir as they are fifteen times as
likely to be struck as, for instance,
a Beech tree. It is nearly ag dan-
gerous to\be well out in a clearing
by yourself. The safest place I8
near the tree, which will make it
the highest point.

-SNAPSHOT CUIL

‘Close-ups’ and ‘Back-tighting’

Proper lighting will add much

WITH the sun so much brighter
and stronger now, it is time to
exercise a little care in shooting
directly into the sun when taking
snapshots to avold “lens{flare” in
your pictures. I do not mean by this
that you should make it a strict rule
not to take pictures with the sun
shining directly toward you and
your camera for in doing so you will
pass by many chances to incorpo-
rate fascinating, artistic “back-light-
ing” in your pictures. However, it's
a caution worth remembering.
Lighting 18 of equal importance
with arrangement of the objects or
subjects in your proposed picture.
It is the variation in the lights and
shadows that gives a picture depth
and roundness, making the subject
stand out from its surroundings.
Usually the shadows should be
transparent, to a degree, but full in
detail, This is obtained by a rather
full exposure, If the sun strikes di-
rectly in & person’s face they are
likely to squint and the picture will
“mot be a good likeness. Better have
them turn slightly so that they are
not bothered by the sun—then you
will get a natural, lifelike expres-
slon. Another point is to avold mak-
ing a close-up of a person out in
glaring midday sun. At this time of
day the strong overhead light casts
heavy. shadows under the eyes and
nose and the picture is far from
pleasing. When making a picture of

very successfully with modern snap«
shot film, {i?

If the {llumination, or sunlighty
comes from directly back of the cam«
era, the shadows are more or less
lost, giving a flat appearance. When
you are a little more advanced, try
some early morning or late aftem
noon shots for splendid pictorial
studies for at these hours you get
long, fascinating shadows.

Attractive, artistic pictures may
be made from a position where you
face the sun and shadows fall tor
ward your camera rather than away
from it. In “back-lighted” work of
this kind, be sure that no sun rays
directly strike the lens of your cam-
era. This can often be avoided by
standing so that the shadow of &
tree trunk, & bush or the corner of &
bullding protects the lens from thesq
direct sun rays,

Under such conditions you should
give a slightly longer exposure than
would be necessary if the sun rays
were directly on the front of the sube
ject, Perhaps the mext larger diae
phragm opening will lét in enongh
light to record the detall desired in
the shaded parts, or, it using a small
aperture for increased depth of
focus, a slow exposure, 1/10 of a sec
ond, or a very short time exposurd
will bring excellent results. Try %
