Boyle’s address:

“The centre of gravity of
world tends today to change from
the West to the Bast. That is a
formidable challenge to us who
love the liberty of the West.

“In his address on the State of
the Union on January 4, 1939, ‘the
late President Roosevelt  said
‘Storms from abroad
challenge three institutions in-
dispensable to Americans, now as
always. The first is religion. It

is the source of the other two— '

democracy and international good
fajth.” Religion by teaching man
his relationships to God, gives the
individual a sense of his own dig-
nity and teaches him to respect
himself by respecting his neigh-
bors. Where freedom of religlon
has been attacked, the attack has
come from sources opposed to
democracy. Where democracy has
been overttirown. the spirit of
free worship has disappeared, and
where religlon and democracy
have vanished, good falth and
reason in International affairs
have glven way to strident ambi-
tion and brute force. An order-
ing of soclety' which relegates re-
ligion, democracy and good faith
among nations to the background
can find no place within it for
the ideals of the Prince of Peace.
The United States rejects such an
ordering and retains Its anclent
faith.’
