grees F, and not too dry, there is
little advantage in colleciing them

If egg., are delivered to grading
stations or stores at least twice a
week tnen there is assurance of
good quality being maintyined. It
is of Iiitle importance whetner
heng ure kept indoors or are out-
doors c1 pasture. Dark yolks, -re-
sulting from feeding on pasture,
will lower the grade if the quaiity
is not gocd, but not otherwise.

Addi*inal returns to the pro-
ducer are obtained by sttenton
,to.a number of small detai's in the
'production of eggs. Thay will re-
quire very little cleaning if nests
are clem. and if the hens are kept
(inslde in wet weather. Male birds
|should not be kept with the flock
in summer. Fertile eggs start de-
velopment above 68 degrees P, and
the quauty is affected. Wire bas-
kets for gathering make for more
rapld _cooling of eggs. Conling ean
te spfeded up stiii mora by put-
[unl them oa trayc overright In
the egg room before packing the
‘next day An airy hasement makes
'an excellent egg room and it can
be kept damp by water pans on the
floor.
