BLIND—CURED BY HYPNOTISM.
A remarkable instance of a blind
child gaining its sight within the
space of a few seconds while under
the treatment of a hypnotic special-
ist at Dulwich, Eng., is arousing
considerable “ interest.
The child is Gertrude Yates, nine-
years old. She was born blind, and
has been educated at one of the Lon-
don County Council schools for the
bllnd.‘ 2
A few alays ago one of the London
County Council woman inspectors
took the little girl to Professor Al-
exander Erskine, who is a professor
of psycho-suggestion. He effected go
complete a cure that the child was
able minutely to describe every ob-
ject shown to her.
How this strange cure was affected
was described by Professor Alexand-
er BErskine.

“I induced a hypnotic sleep in her
as a last hope, and as soon as she
was properly asleep I told her she
could see.

‘ ‘Yes,’ she replied, and added that
she could see me, Wit said that I
was black when I assed her what
color I was. g
“I told her that she was wrong,
and then she gaid that only my
moustache was hlack,

‘“Then I made her describe various
objects, and the .gardener, who could
be sesn working in my garden from
the window, ¢ :

“I was very much surprised, as I
had not hoped for such good results,
but when she collected fragments of
paper I threw about the floor I real-
ized that the child could really see.
“‘One of the most extraordinary
features of the case was the child’s
description of colors. She correctly
named vivid tlues and yellows, al-
though she cannot have known much
of colors before, except as mere
names.'’

THE WANING OF A RACE.

We' might expect the fiery individ-
ualism of the Southern mountain
people to cool gradually as popula-
tion grew denser; 'but, curiously
enough, crowding only intensifies it
in the shy backwoodsman.

renroach as a neirhbor and citizen.
The virtue of a time outworn has
become: the vice of an age new-born.
