self. Hig longest voyage was across

rows, across Richmond Bay and
up to the bridge at the head of
Shipyard River, and return. The
canoe is sixteen feet long, nine
inches high at stem and stern,
fourteen inches high and three feet
wide in the middle. It is a light
wooden frame covered with stout
canvas and painted white. A wood-
en pontoon eleven feet long, ten
inches wide and seven inches high
in the middle, tapering to a point
at each end, is attached to each
side. Tt is decked all but a space
four feet long and twenty-two
inches wide, which has a combing
three and one half inches high
around it. The ‘canoe carries a
mainsail and jib, has out-board
rowlocks and a rudder, also a cen-
treboard on each side between the
canoe and pontoons. Five feet at
each end is an alr chamber leaving
six feet amidships for the voyager
