TOKYO, June 24 —(AP) —As the
world awaited with keen interest
an official indication of Japan's
position in the Russian-German
war, the government tonight order-
ed all Japanese women and child-
ren living in Moscow to return
home as a precautionary measure.

This was the only move official-
ly announced after a day of fev-
erish diplomatic conferences. The
cabinet met, Emperor Hirohito re-
ceived Premier Prince Fumimaro
Konoye, and Foreign Minister Yos-
uke Matsuoka conferred both with
the Italian ambassador, Mario In-
delli, and the Soviet ambassador,
Constantin Smetanin.

There has not been the slightest
indication of a German request for
actual assistance, but the Smetan-

called upon Japan to observe their
neutrality pact.

No announcement was made on
the f:alf-hour Matsuoka-Simetanin
conference, except that they talked
about the Russian-German con-
flict.
