Experimental Farms News)

The success of the summer work
with the apiary depends largely
upon the management given in the
spring, states E, D. Cralg, Head
Beekeeper, Dominion Experimental
Station, Kentville, N.S. All colon-
jes should be carefully gone. over
the f.irst warm day in the spring.
Unless each colony has [ifteen
pounds of stores they should be
fed. For this purpose, combs of
goldenrcd honey put away from the
previous fall crop simplifies feeding,
but never give honey back to bees
unless you are absolutely sure that
it came from disease free colonies.
Place one comb of honey on ecan
side of the brcod nest, first break-
ing the cappings over the honey.
If combs of honey are not avail-
able the feeding of sugar syrup con-
sisting of two parts of sugar and
one of water will have to be re-
sorted to. The syrup is fed in a ten
pound friction-top tin which has
about thirty holes placed in the
cover. The tin of syrup is inverted
over the frames., An empty super

Control of
Blueberry Insects

Although a number of insects at-
k the blueberry only one appears
to affect this fruit seriously, name-
ly, the blueberry fruit fly, or biue-
berry maggot as it is commonly call-
ed. It is considered to be a strain of
the apple maggot or railroad worm
which attacks apples.
‘The insect is found in the fruit as
a_&mall white maggot. The parent
of the maggot, a small fly, lays its
egg under the skin of the berry by
means of a needle-like ovipositor or
egg -laying apparatus, The insect
may be satisfactorily controlled if
the following practices are adopted,
says A, D. Pickett, Officer in Charge
Dominion Entomological Laboratory,
Annapolis Royal, N. S,
1, Burn over the land on which
the berries are growing. every three
years, 2, Destroy all buzhes and
shrubs on the land which will give
protection to the insects, 3, Appy
two dustings of calcium arsenate,
six pounds per acre, just before the
fruit ripens.
The purning should be done early
in the spring—just as soon as the
snow goe; off but before the frost is
in the plants, (Fire control laws
should be complied-with.) The burn-
ing should be_ thorough enough to
prevent any blueberry plants fruit-
ing the year following the burn.,

ing infested areas.

Bushes, shrubs, and other weeds
furnish protection for the lfies and
should be eliminated as far as pos- |
sib’e. In addition.to aiding in the |
control of the insect thisis an
excellent cultural practice as is also
the periodical burning since both
these practices reduce the competi=
tlon of other plants for food and
moisture and eliminate shadl of
the blueberry which is a great lover
of sunlight.

The sweet fern 1s one of the most
troublesome weeds on  blueberry
land.s It can be practically eliminat-
ed after a few years b annually
cutting off the plants between July
1st and August 15th. If the cutting
is done in later in the season the
weed Is likely to increase rather
than decrease. The cutting of ald-
ers and birches between the dates
mentioned and treating the stumps
with common salt is helpful in de-
stroying these troublesome plants,
