He
uttered a strong appeal to all to
make the fraternal side of the order
a monument to each individual and
illustrated the plea by the good
deeds of the late Barl of Shaftsbury,
whose motto was ‘‘love, serve,”’ and
whose attitude to his fellow men
was a ‘lasting monument to his mem-
ory.

In concluding he thanked the
audience for their attention and ex-
presséd his pleasure on the occasion
of his first trip to the garden pro-
vince of Canada.
