Transparent cigarette package wrappings ster-
ilized in boiling water have been used with great
success in dressing open wounds and ulcers in
the hospital at Lagos, Nigeria, according to Dr.

A question regarding our post war army has
been raised by the New York Times. We shall
want, when the war is over, to bring home at the
earliest possible moment the men who have been
fighting overseas on many fronts. But we can
see clearly, even at this distance, that we shall
need other men to take their places. For this
reason it is not too early to consider amend-
ments of the selective service act which would
prolong the life of that measure, and of its pro-
visions regarding overseas service, through the
period of post-war uncertainty and readjustment.
Action of this kind, taken now, would have one
important incidental result. It would strengthen
the ties that bind the United Nations. For it
would demonstrate that we have already begun
to consider seriously the proposition to which
both political parties and the great majority of
our people now stand dedicated: the proposition
that the United Nations shall play an active and
cffective part in any collective efforts made to
safeguard peace when peace is won.

When Parliament votes 410,000 pounds a year
as King George VI's Civil List, 110,000 pounds
is earmarked for his own use (the Privy Purse),
states British News Review. Out of it the King
pays such expenses as the cost of the Royal train
for official journeys, but how the money is
spent is not known exactly to any one except
His Majesty and tall, quietly competent Sir
Ulick Alexander, Keeper of the Privy Purse.
Recently, however, one secret of the P.P. ac-
counts leaked out. Because there are no glitter-
ing courts or levees, no lavish state banquets, no
costly entertainments for visiting foreign poten-
tates in wartime, many thousands have been say-
ed up by the Privy Purse in the last three years,
money which is the King’s to spend as he pleases,
But instead of using it for private purposes, the
King has returned the cash to the national cof-
fers by lending it interest free to the Government
as a contribution to the costs of the war. Be-
cause he dislikes puyblicity for what he classes as
his private affairs, His Majesty allowed no men-
tion of this patriotic act to be made in Parlia-

Life In Paris Now

(From an article in Harper's
Magazine by C. J. Fernand Laur-
ent, for many years a member of
the Chamber of Deputies repre-
senting a Paris seat, who escaped
from France last December..)

Let me give you a glimpse of
Paris in Summer. Buses and' taxis
have disappeared. Horse-drawn ve-
hicles are rarely seen. All Parisians
ride bicycles —or walk. An elderly
couple, very correct, pedal by on
an ancient tandem,

From the great lady to the
midinette, every woman goes bare-
heaced and bare-legged. In the
dresstnaking houses of the Place
Vendome and the Avenue Matignon
the simplest ensemble costs from
fifteen to twenty-thousand francs:
only the wives of the Germans, the
profiteers, and the collaborators
patronize these places

There is a great vogue for print
dresses —made out of gearves dug
out of bottom drawers anc in-
geniously assembled. Thus it hap-
pens that Parisiennes run around
the town showing on their backs
the most unexpected designs: tte
coats of arms of our provinces, the
raap of Europe, boats, airplanes, the
coronation procession of King George
VI, Miraculously, they succeed in
remajning attractive. There is no
more leather, of course, and so
they all wear wooden-soled san-
cals, For a long time our ears
will recall the double soundoef foot
steps ih Paris under the occupa-
tion —the dull thud of the Ger-
man’s poots and the light, brisk
patter of the Parisiennes wooden
sancals on the sidewalks.

And a glimpse of Paris in Winter:
Since the Nazis have put the coun-
try on Berlin time —which is two
hours ahead of sun time —it is still
dark at nine in the morning. Men
and women slip rapidly, iike
shadows, through the dark and the
colc, Many are wearing their old
Winter-sports costumes; they go to
work In ski clothes. All hasten to-
ward the warmth of ttie metro.
In the corridors they pause, strick-
en-faced, before little white posters
which they scan with a rapid glance.
These posters bearng the signa‘ure
of von Stuelpnagel, announce to the
population by way of warning lists
of hestages shot the previous day.
These posters bearing the signature
fam’ly lives In a single room, which
there is no longer any means of
fieat'ng. There has been no coal
cr a long time, and hardly any
