No Rationing In Canada

With the scarcity of food for most of the
people of Europe and many countries severeiy
rationed, Canadians may well be thankful for
their plentiful supply. There is a limited rat-
ioning in Britain, including sugar and fats. But
on the continent of Europe there is nowhere any-
thing like the consumption of bread, meat, sugar
or fats that there is in Canada—except in Finland
and Switzerland—according to a comparison com-
piled by the Financial Post. ;

The average weekly consumption of bread in
Canada is given as 102 ounces per person. In
France the ration is 87 ounces, in Germany 8o, in
Poland 62, in Belgium 356,

Canadians use a weekly average of 36.5 ounces
of meat, while Belgians have 22 ounces, Germans
and Netherlanders 17.5, France 128, and ltaly
has four meatless days every week.

We use an average of 31.6 ounces of sugar,
while the highest consumption on the continent of
Europe is 17.5 ounces in Switzerland and Slav-
akia, and Germany uses 8 ounces per person,
Italy 5.3, France 4.5, Britain 8 ounces,

Canadian consumption of fats is I4.I ounces,
but in Germany it is 9.5 ounces, France 3.5, Italy
7, Great Britain 8 Netherlands 9.

Many other things are rationed in Europe. The
list in Germany includes coffee substitute, jam,
cheese, eggs, oatmeal,

Our worst worry in Canada has been over a
possible temporary shortage of butter, and it
makes us dizzy to think of what to do with our
surplus wheat,

When Canadians see the comparison between
their food supply and that of most of the people
of Europe—largely due to the war—perhaps the
gratitude for their good fortune will stimulate
their efforts to help deliver the world from its
present terror,

The
discussion that followed Sir Kingsley’s appeal for
funds disclosed the importance that the members
attached to the passage of the Roosevelt lease-lend
bill in Washington, 1f the bill supplants the cash-
and-carry policy, it was pointed out by several
members, one of the severest strains on British re-
serves will be relaxed, but even so, it was recog-
nized, the Government must take more and the
people must spend less and turn over a greater
proportion of their savings to the Treasury if the
increasing gap between income and outlay is to be
narrowed. Sir Kingsley ‘asked a credit of £600,-
000,000 to round out the fiscal year ending March
31, Then he asked a credit of £1,000,000,000
for next year, not because he thought this sum
would prove enough, but because it was the larg-
est amount he could “reasonably” ask Parliament
to approve at one time.

The federal Government, through legislation
prohibiting the export of used postage stamps in
time of war, has succeeded in “freezing” thou-
sands of dollars. Much more than a hobby, stamp
collecting is “big business” with perhaps ten per
cent. of the people interested in stamp collecting
and trading. Through legislation enacted shortly
after the outbreak of war the federal Government
prohibited the export of stamps. In this they fol-
lowed the lead of Great Britain. The British
Philatelic Association, on the advice and with the
assistance of the British Government, set up a
special control system of the exportation of
stamps and collections, Canada has not yet intro-
duced any remedy. As a result a valuable quantity
of stamps is lying “frozen” in the collections of
thousands of people from coast to coast. The
world market for stamps and stamp collec-
tions, and more especially the American market,
has jumped since the outbreak of war, as it has
during every war waged since the invention of
the postage stamp by Sir Rowland Hill over 100

ears ago.

FARM PRICES

Sir:—If the agricultural popula-
tion is to survive, and maintain
themselves on a decent level we
must look for an adjustment of
present farming conditions, and put
into practice some of the methnds
of the manufacturer. We are manus
facturers of farm product . The
manufacturer, finds the cost of pro-
ducing the finished article and adds
his percentage of profit, hence the
price to the purchaser. This price
we must pay or do without. When
our potatoes are ready for market
we must take what the buyers of-
fer whether the price is below the
cost of production or not, I men-
tion potatoes in particular, because
notatoe - are to the east what wheat
is to the West, the chief cash orop.
The prairie farmer decideq if he is
fo survive he must receive a price
for his wheat above the cost of pro-
duction. He asked for it. In fact,
he demanded it and the result was
the Federal Government guarantees
Western wheat growers 70 cents a
bushel. The potato grower: can do
the same thing, and why not? If
it's good for the Western wheat
growers it is good for the Eastern
potato grower. Although the wheat
grower's wheat acreage is not limit-
ed, would it not be a good thing to
have a guaranteed price on pota-
toes with a limited acreage, say,
roughly 10 per cent of the farmer’s
land. This would eliminate the po-
tato speculator. The inspection of
acreage could be comvleted during
the usual inspecticn of the crop,

We hear lofs right now about peg-
ging prices of butter, chee e and
pork. If the “powers that be” are
gomg to peg those farm products
why not go all the way and peg eve
ery thing, Machinery, cars, clothing,
labor and so on. Then, if they are

PRIMARY READING IN OUR
SCHOOLS

Sir.—In your issue of February 4.
Mrs. Ruhammah 8. Frank honors
me with a reply to a letter of mine
that appeared in your issue of Jan,
28, dealing with the subject of
primary reading in our schools. Al
though Mrs. Frank reveals in her
letter a decided temptation to di-
gress widely into her favorite the-
ories of education. she nevertheless
replies in part quite pointedly tothe
real question now under considera-
tion, namely, the merits of the o'd
“spell and say” method in comparj-
son with the present letter-phonetic
method for teaching primary reac-
ing in our public schools, and es-
pecially_our country schools.

Mrs. Frank practically tells us
that both of these methods as for-
merly pract! are now equallv
discarded—in up-to-date centres, 7
presume she means. She tel's us
plainly enough, too, that she herse't
does not approve of either methed
as practised not so many vears ago.
and she suggests in broad outline
her ideal system: a vivified pictorial
system—in brief a delightful meth-
od free from the dry-as-dust drudg-
ery of the old days when Shakes-
peare's boy crept like snail unwill=
ingly to school!

I confess that on my first read-
ing of Mrs. Frank's letter, I felt
somewhat like the group of western
farmers who once applied to Bill
Nve's .newly-edited paper asking for
a decision on the question as tn
which was the better method of
pulling turnips; to pull ¢ghem first
and then clip their tops off, or to
clip their tops off first and  then
pull them, Bill Nye, according tn
this, his -own story. knew absolutelv
nothing about practical farming. but.
