Prospectors Busy
Manitoba Area

OTTAWA, July 12—(CP)—Re-
porting on explorations made late
last year in the Echimanish area
of northern Manitoba, the federal
department of mines and resourceg
discloses that 200 claims had been
staked, at the time the survey wag
made in the area which extends
for 20 miles east and west along the
Echimamish River.

The district is underlain by an
assemblage of consolidated rocks
of early precambrian age, and
recent prospecting has disclosed
the occurence of precious metal in
deposits of two types, namely, gold-
bearing quartz veins, and sulphide
replacementg of felsitized zones.

From Winnipeg to Norway House
a regular boat service is maintained
during the navigation season, and
airplane service is available through-
out the year. Canoes are used from
Norway Houge to Echimamish Riv-
er, a distance of approximately 50
miles. There is likely to be consid-
erable prospecting in the district
this summer.
