only, who outwardly appear all right
and yet have not the true inward
consecration of heart and who expect
therefore to go to heaven upom bor-
rowed spiritual capital.
> 1'These spiritual mendicants of my
text are, in the first place, the men
and women indifferent to the com-
mandments of Jesus Christ, who ex-
pect to ultimately reach heaven on
account of the consccration of a
Christian ancestry. They are not bad
men as the world looks wupon bad
men. They have been rocked in Chris-
tian cradles. They have been reared
in Christjan nurseries and Christian
Sunday schools. During their boy-
hood days they have knelt at Chris-
tian altars and sat in Christian
pews, But as far as their own lives
have been concerned they have no
Christian experience and have never
openly confessed Jesus Christ as

their Saviour. They have never donc’

anything to show their devotion to
God as consecrated  disciples of
Christ. And yet if you should ask
these men to-day if they expected to
reach heaven they would instantly
answer: “‘Of course, of course, of
course! The home of my youth was a
Christian home., T am a child of the
covenant. My father was a good
Christian man. My mother prayed ov-
er me from the time I was born un-
Why should I not go
where they are?’’

Oh, yes, my f{riend, you would cer-
‘tainly go to heaven upon the bor-
rowed capital of your father’'s and
mother’s lifelong consecration if they
had any power to take you there.
But the difficulty is that your fath-
er's and mother’s spiritual power is
limited. ~ From the time you were
born. your parents lived entirely for
you and vour hrothers and sisters:
fvery pleasure and every indulgence’
they had they shared withyou. 1f
they-‘were ever given orever bought
a box of candy they never ate it
alone. "They alwiy§. brought it home
and divided it vith  their children.
But there is one blessing, your moth-
er and father have that they cannot
divide with their children, They can-
not divide with you their oil of spir-
itual life. They could lead you to the
rock of Calvary, where, in the blood
of Jesus, you might see how your
sins might be cleansed, but you must
yourself seek an interest in his atone-
ment, They could tell you of the
Iloly Spirit, whose illumination
could scatter your spiritual darkness,
but the oil of his divine influence you
must © implore for yourself. They
could compel you as a child to go
and sit in the church pew, but they
could not compel you to receive Chrisc
as your Saviour.
