Smokey had been in action with
the Seaforthh Highlanders through-
out their long and tough campaign
in Sicily and Italy, with the ex-
ception of two months spent in
hospital in North Africa. He was
first wounded in Sicily Aug. 4, 1943,
and was shipped to North Africa
for hospitalization, He was wounde
ed again in February, 1944 when
the Seaforths crossed the sheil-
torn Moro River, blocking the road
to Ortona.

Smokey enlisted in Sea-
iforths March 5, 1940 from the
jranks of the unemployed. He has
1 been overseas since July 36, 1940,
He is the son of John Altia and
Flora Smith of New Westmdinster.
