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RAND AND THE MICMACS,

A neat little volume of eighty odd pages |
by Jeremiah S. Clark, B. A. recalls the
'life and abundant labors of Dr. Silas
| Tertius Rand, the late well-known mis-
| sionary to the Indians of the Maritime
t Provinces. A singularly life-like portrait
' forms of the frontispiece of the book. The
. introduction is by Rev. Dr. Murray, editor
of the Presbyterian Witness of Halifax.

More than fifty years ago Dr. Rand de-
| voted himself to missionary work among
{ the Indians, and in the prosecution of his
tireless labors lived for, some years in
[ Charlottetown. With great labor: he
learned the Micmac language and reduced

it for the first time to written form, pre-
| pared and published a Micmac grammar
he translated into tha.
language the New Testament, the Psalms

and dictionary;

' and Genesis; he tramped ceaselessly from
| settlement to settlement,
{ fullest extent the

sharing to the
wretchedness of the
| Indian life an1 souzht to make plain to
' them the relations of man to God and the
: great truths of the Gospel Messaze. ‘“He
met,"says his biographer,“discouragement
in every form; he received scant sympathy
from his fellow Christiané, but he lived to

‘| rejoice in the work that brought fulness

of life to a number of the people, and laid
a broad foundation for future work before
he answered thesummons that called him
home to his reward.”

Dr. Rand was a singularly earnest,
devout and able man. He not only
learned the Micmac language and became
thoroughly acquainted with its structure,
but also made Limself acquainted with
Latin, Greek, Hebrew and other langu-
ages. Mr. Clark’s volume gives glimpses,
too, of his literary labors, among which
are The Dying Indian’s Dream, a poem,
and a number of well-known hymns and
psalms translated into Latin. Not the
least interesting portion ofthe volume is
the chapteron Micmac mythology,of which
Dr. Rand had been a close student. We
cannot refrain from giving an extract:

At last Glooscap was disgusted with the
treachery of the foreigners, and saddened
by the w eakness of his own people; so, by
way of giving vent to his righteous indig-
nation, he turned'his kettle upside down
and transformed his two dogs into roeks,
the guardians of Blomidon, still looking
westward awaiting his return. Then the
Great Snowy Owl retreated into the
depths of the forest, where his mournful
cry is often heard as he wails again and
again: “Koo-koo-skoo,—I am so sorry.”
The lordly Glooscap sailed away to the
land of the setting sun on Fundy’s ebbing
tide as it returned again to the ocean;
there he makes his home in the Acadie of

have either changed their barbarian habits
or gone to their own place. When all
shall have learned to honour Truth he
will return and usher in the millennium
amidst the wildest rejoicing of 'the ele-
ments.

Mr, Clark’s volume is of interest as
recalling the abundant labors of a tireless
and devout man, engaged for half a
century in Protestant missionary work
in a most neglected home field; it will be
of no little value to the philologist, and is
well calculated to promote further Christ-
ian interest in and sympathy for the
descendants of the race which once were
the sole owners and occupdnts of a large
section of eastern Canada.
