VIENNA, Feb. 14—Beaten back by terrific govern
ment cannonading, insurgent Socialists retreated tonighi
to a high hill near Vienna where they are reforming theiz
shattered ranks and preparing for another assault on the
capital.

Under cover of darkness it was estimated that 3,000
Socialists were throwing up breastworks and build
machine gun placements while street fighting contin
in Vienna’s body-strewn workers sections.

The number of dead in the three days of bombard
ments and terror was unofficially estimated at 1,000 te
1,500, among them many women and children—fighters,
too, with their men or helpless victims of shells thal
wrecked their homes.
