EPIDEMICS

“There is nothing new under the
sun.” This is a statement of the
truth of which we are frequently
reminded when we delve into his-
tory.” We cannot be quite certain
that disease remains the same be-
cause we sometimes fail to recog-
nize the ancient descriptions, Our
general impression is that most
diseases are the same now as they
have been in the past.

Descriptions or disease vary ac-
cording to the writer's point of view
and his understanding of the cause
of disease. We belleve that all in-
fections, which include the com-
municable diseases, are due to
living germs. The ancients looked
upon a disease epidemic as punish-
ment by an offended god, or as the
result of an epidemic constitution
which made the conditions of life
favourable to the epidemic state.

It is only within recent. years
that towns have ceased to be over-
cowded filthy places lacking in
those sanitary facilities which are
essential to. human health and

personal’ comfort. We do not know
what the death rate of these peri-
ods were, but the very slow increase
in the population shows that the
average life was of short duratio.n.

Quite natuarlly, the first attack
against disease was organized to
correct the appalling insanitary
conditions under which the people
lived and worked. As a result,
cholem typhoid fever and such

as are ly spread by
infected water, were brought under
control.

A sanitary enviroment is always
essential to health.: The germ
diseases which flourish in our
midst, in epidemio or other form,
are mostly spread from one person
to another in the secretions from
the nose and throat. It is in these
secretions that the germs leave the
body, and so transferemce of the
secretions means the spread of
disease germs,

At fiovt glance, it would seem
as if all germ diseases could be con-
trolled by the isolation of those

germs
Unfortunately, the control is not
so simple in practice.

In the first plwe, the germs are
there and are passed on to
