There is no other man in the Province
who has given this matter so much time
withoutreward of any kind or who is so
cipable of pressing the matter upon the
Dominion Government as Mr. Haszard,
and the farmers or the riding would serve

providing an outlet for their hay, oats,
sheep, cattle, horses and other bulky
freight which cannot be cheaply trans-
ported by an indirect route.

Why not send to Ostawa a man who
has proved in the past that he is able and
willingto work in the interests of the
farmer? W hy notgive him a chance as
our representative to further those great
schemes for the bsnefit of the farmers
which he inaugurated when President of
the Charlottetown Board of Trade?

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The Lighting Monopoly.

Sir,— Your issue of this morning con-
tains a short notice of the meeting of the
sharebolders of the Light and Power
Company of this City, which was held on
Monday evening.in which you remark
that “The new directorsare now prepared’
to sign the contraet for the street lighting
in accordance’ with the Full Company’s
tender.” I would like to say, Mr. Editor,
that before the City completes any con
tract with the Light and Power Company
for the street lighting, there should be &
proviso in such contract protecting the
citizens from being over-charged for
house lighting. Gas and Electric Com-
panies here are now under ome manage-
ment, and citizens may soou find them-
selves under the heel of a monopoly,

figure they wish, or which they think the
public will stand, and there is no redress.
Already as you aré aware, nosices have
been sent to all censumers, advancing
ratesat a day’s notice fifty totwo hundred

per cent. If the Council saves a small

amout t in the lighting of the streets, I
hold it is not fair that they should -leave
citizens exposed to the power of a corpor-
ation to make out of them double or
perhaps treble as much more as they are
eonceding to the City on the street lamps.
Iam informed that the advanced rates
will net the Company upwards of five
thousand dollars, If this is true and I
believe it cannot be denied truthfully, the
Light and Power Company could afford
to light our streets free.

1 understand this matter of protection
had to be taken up by the City fathers in
Montreal recently, and the Compansy who
contracted to light the streets there was
obliged to name a reasonable rate for
house lighting before they could get a
street contract.

Let our City Council be alert and see to
it before it is too late and so guard the
interests of our citizens on this matter,
by protecting them from the greed of
monopoly. \
