Make Lapland-
ers Prosperous

(United Press.)

ABISKO, Swedish Lapland, Nov.
2—Santa Claus will move south-
ward this year with an unusually
fat and sleek lot of reindeer, There
was an abundance of enow last
winter, and raing have been frequ-
ent throughout the year in the
mountain ranges over which the
Laps herd their charges. Consequ-
ently the moss, the scanty grass
which survives the climate of the
land north of the Arctic Circle and
the small birch and shrubs have
provided the reindeer with more
than the average amount of for-
age.

The increase of tourist travel
through Lapland as a result of new
automobile roads has hrought pros-
perity to many Laplanders. Trav-
elers are now leaving the excur-
sion ships at various points in the

orwegian fiords and inspedting
the land of the midnight sun at
close range. Touring agencles
have arranged camps on many pic-
turesque lakes overlooked by
glaciers, and venturesome moun-
tain climbers are wandering far
away from the beaten trail.

Like American Indians, the Laps
are becoming more and more com-
mercialized in the line of travel,
Many of them are becoming pro-
fessional Laps, and they reap a
harvest in tourist season selling
reindeer slippers and reindeer
clothing to the visitors.

This has been an especially good
year for the Lapland souvenir deal-
ers, as steamer traffic into the far
north assumed pre-war proportions.
Even the German shipping compan-
ies renewed their -excursions into
the land of the midnight sun.

Then the Gothenburg exposition
attracted large numbers of Ameri-
cans and Englishmen who made
the rail trip from South Sweden
to the northern mountains ‘whose
primitive population afford such a
striking contract to the highly-de-
veloped civilization and culture of
the southern half of the
Scandinivian peninsula.

- President to
Speak Here

King's College was founded by
Royal Chsrter in 1802 and has cur-
ried cu a splendid work ever since.

Tha RBoards of Governors of
King's und Dalhousie havs this
year agreed upon a plan under
which the two institutions may co-
operate in carrying on their arts
work. Briefly the terms agreed up-
on provide that the two universit-
ies remain separate and distinet
units, each retaining abso!nta con-
trol over its own funds and prop-
erty.

Dalhousie will continue to carry
on its professional schools in l.aw,
Medicine and Dentistry, and
King’s in Theology.

The financial responsibility for

Instruction in arts is shared by
the two universities. Kings shall
retain its corporate unity, but

shall hold in abeyance its power
of granting degrees, except in Di-
vinity.

This _co-operation is only the
beginning of what is hoped will
end in the federation of all the uni-
versities in th¢ Maritime Provific-
es. There is much talk these days
of Maritime co-operation. The
great seats of learning in these

direction with
King's leading. ‘
The Carnegie corporation are
giving King's College $30,000 a
year for two years, by which time
it is expected the Diocese of No-
va Scotia and Diocese of Frederic-
ton (New Brunswick) will have
raised a sufficient sum to erect
buildings at Halifax. When these
buildings are crected the Carneg
ie corporation will make a capi-
tal gift of $600,000 to King's Col-
lege for its art work.

No doubt a_call for financial aid
for King's College will soon be
heard throughout the Maritime
Provinces, and it is for us to do
our part to carry high aloft the
torch (set on fire by those who
have gone before. Our fathers
have handed down to us a great
heritage in King's College. We
have not kept faith with them dur-
ing the past 25 years. When the
call comes let Island people do|
their best to help put King's Col-
lege financially in a position to
continue her great work.

Wealthy Chinese
Forced to Ransom
Dead Kinsmen

(United Presg)

PEKING, Nov. 24—A practice al-
most as old as China itself—that
of extorting money from well-to-do-
Chinese by threatening to desecr-
ate or by actually desecrating an-
cestral graves—has been revived
by Honan bandits, g

Nanyang, in the middle of Honan
province, offers an outstanding ex-
ample of this revival. Once a
thriving town and the home of Chu-
ko Liang, famous.hero and strat-
egist of the time of the Three
Kingdoms, has become a bandit
stronghold. Virtually all weal-
thy Chinese have long since left
the place eo escape extortion. But
the bandits still have a grip on
them.

By threatening to exhume the
bones of their parents or other
ancestors, the most sacred things
conceivable to the mind of the
Chinese, and to burn them or scat-
ter them to the four winds, the
bandits are virtually certain of re-
ceiving ransom money from these
wealthy people. They are just as
certain of the money as if they had
possession of the yictim of extor-
tion himself or of his living rela-
tives.

Moreover, even in the event a
captive is killed owing to delay
on the part of friends or relatives
in paying ransom money, the body
6till remains to be ransomed te
save it from desecration.

It is sald there are at least 60
gangs of bandits. centering around
Nanyang and ‘occupying more than
50 villages in the surrounding ter-
ritory. The gangs range in number
from 600 to 2,000 members each.
Each is striving to attain the fame
of the infamous “White Wolf” who
for years terrorized portions of
Honan province before banditry be-
came such a widely recognized pro-
fession.

“Wang the Bearded,” “Wang the
Monk,” “Chang the Ninth” are tit-
les assumed by three of the gang
leaders. No apparent effort is he-
ing made by the military authori-
ties to suppress these gangs.

Boys.~—Early Days of Char-
lottetown Hospital.

Now that “November winds blow
cauld wi‘ angry sugh;” now that
one of the largest and best har-
vests on record has been safely
gathered in, and the prophecies of
all the pessimists have happily been
proven untrue; now that all those
who have warm and well banked
houses with fuel at hand, may look
forward to pleasant and improving
evening hours in the recreative
geason, some Reminiscences of
other days and nights in P. E,
Island may afford suggestive inter-
est to readers of The Guardian.

Talking about Reformatories for
the bad boys of today, just now a,
question for public discussion, it|
may be remarked that the need
was just as pressing as it is now
forty or fifty years ago.

If these boys had been
sent to a reformatory to be train-
ed and taught, nine out of every
ten would have become good citi-
zens. But to the point. In a few
days the old Asylum for insane
persons will be vacated and Mr.
Waller, the keeper of the Asylum,
will be without a situation. Would
it not be well to secure the build-
ing, or part of it, for a Reforma-
tory and (if possible) Mr. Waller
for the reformer. The building is
just about the right distance from
the town, and it strikes us that
Mr. Waller is just the man requir-
ed. A reformatory, well and econ-
omically conducted would be al-
most, if not quite, self-sustaining.

It was from the
beginning, open and free to the ex-
tent of its size and means—to the
sick and helpless of all denomina -
tions; and the clergymen of all
denominations visited those = who
desired their intercessions and ser-
vices. Patients in good circum -
stances were permitted to pay for
their board and lodging, The physi-
cians of the City volunteered to
give their services freely to all
patients who were too poor to pay
for them. It was proposed that the
money required for the mainten-
ance of the Hospital should be
supplied annually or in lump sums,
that there should be an annual
“Hospital Sunday,” in all the
churches, and that an occasional
concert, lecture, or other enter -
talnment should be given in its
behalf. The late Mrs. James D:
Mason was treasurer of all the
hospital funds, and the Bank of
Prince Edward Island was the de-
pository therefor whence the money
was drawn to “meet the require -
ments of the hospital’ as they
arose.” On ‘the twenty-fourth of
November, 1879, there were six pa-
tients in the hospital, and they
came from Tignish, St. Peter’s
Bay, Pisquid, Summerside, and
Charlottetown respectively. The
work began then was a noble one
—-and it has been nobly maintain-
ed. Now we se¢ a grand new City
Hospital building, erected on Dun-
das Fsplanade, and soon to bo
ready for occupation.
