| world of business and finance and
adventure. Insull as a 20-year-old

English clerk. went to the United
States in 1880, worked for a time
with the late Thomas A. Edison,
and then went to Chicago to build
one of the world’s great financial
structures.

In 1932, after Insull amassed a
personal  fortune  estimated at
$100.000,000, his empire collapsed,
and he fled to Eurcpe as embezzle-
ment proceedings were started a-
gainst him and his brother Martin,
who moved to Orilla, Ont. Insull
eventually returned to face trial
and was acquitted, but his ruling
days were over.

At the emergency hospital the
frail oid man was identified by a
laundry bill, the only thing he car-
ried with his  once-famous name
upon it. In his pocket he had only
30 francs—84 cents. Insull arrived
in Paris last Monday, having sail-
ed from Montreal on the liner As-
cania. The vessel ran aground in
the St. Lawrence and Insull with
other passengers transferred to
anocther ship

The remarkable career that saw
an office boy in
England to head of the great Chi-

cago financial machine, came (0
a dramatic climax in 1932 when
the structure collapsed

In 1934 Inf-ul!‘, 1en in his 74th.
. year, fled to Greece and then Tur-

key in an attempot to escape ex-
tradition.
Seized by Turkish policemen he

soon thereafter was sent back to
Chicago to face trial. There he and
16 ascociated were tried and ac-
quitted of federal charges of using
the mails to defraud. Later he was
cleared of bankruptcy fraud charg-
es. Finally he and his brother
Martin, the ‘‘crown prince” of his
empire, were tried and acquitted
on state charges of embezzlement

Supposadly without wealth néw,
he retired to the backeround, was
seldom seen in public. Besides Mrs.
Insull, he left a son, Samuel In-
sull, Jr., of Chicago.
