the ages of 14 and 18 for this work.
This follows up what.was done last
year, when 2,000 hoys were secured
with no propaganda, and this year the
efforts will be directed largely to the
cities, and it is hoped that 10,000 will
be got. The idea is to make the
cpinions o fthe parents favorable to
the scheme. The boys will be under
the direct care and supervision of the
Distriet representative in each coun-
ly and they can ccmplain to him if
conditions are not satisfactory. The
Department of Educaticn has a provi-
silon whereby boys and girls can be
given exemption from final examina:
tions provided they go to work on
farms. .

It is felt that hoys cf from 14 to 1§
years of age are more adaptable tc
the work than men who would go
from the cities for a vacation.

Last night, 100 French reconncitering
detachments made several successful
attacks, particularly = mnorthwest - of
Tracy-Le-Val and in-Avocourt Wood,
near Troyon, in the region of Rheims
and at Hill 304. We brcke up at-
tempts of the enemy to make surprise
attacks. In the course of these ac-
tions we took a score of prisoners.

On the right bank of the Meuse,
ombardment directed yesterday by t%e
enemy against our positions in the re-
gion of Caurieres Wood, was redcubl-
ed in intensity. It was followed af
4 p. m., by a violent attack on a front
of three kilcmetres, between' Cham-
bretts Farm and Bezonvaux and he-
tween  Caurieres Wood and Beézon-
vaux. Repeated German efforts were
‘broken up by our curtain of fire and
machine guns. The ehemy gained a
focting in our ‘positions north of Cau-
rieres Wood but all his efforts to pe-
netrate the Wood were defeated by
our rre. . The lpsses of the enemy
were heavy.

DENOUNCE RAID T0O JURKERS

German Supporters of Militnrism
Destraoy Goreful Work of Years.

LONDON, March 4—The British
| Socialists have declined an invitation
I {from the French Socialist Party 'to
i send delegates to a Congress of Social-
ists of Allied countries which it s
proposed to hold on March. 15. The
British reply to the invitation says: “
We are strong-by of the opinion that
the Congress should not be held. The
year 1917 is the most critical period
of the war. The great majority of Soci-
alists are fighting at the front to repel
the German invasion and are unable
~either to attend as delegates or ap-
! point others to he present in their
place. Of the Socialists still at home a
small but active minority consists of
those who are demanding peace at any
price. These anti-Nationalists stand to-
gether in the support of a policy
which cannot fail to encourage the ag-
gressors. Even an overwhelming vote
of the congress could not entirely out-
weigh the effect of a fierce internecine
debate ralsed by a few advocates of
non-resistance and Socialism itself
would suffer in the opinion of the
world of workers, where must come
our converts.

“We appeal to Socialists through-“
out the Allied countries not to attend |
a congress which can only hearten the
enemies of real Socialism, strengthen
the power of chauvinism in Germany
and- greatly damage our case.”

The communication then relers . to
the Socialists of Germany, regarding
whom it says:

“The wecakness of the German So-
cial Democratic Party, whose leaders,
degpite pledges made in Paris and Br-
usseds, vigorously support the junker
and capitalist army of aggressive mll-
itarism, destroyed at a blow el the
mutual international confideince he-
tween the Socialists of all = nations,
which the British Socialists have spent
the greater part of the!r lives endeavo-
ring to build up.”

WASHINGTON, March 5—A small
band of Senatcrs succeeded in preven-
ting the Bill passing empowering Pre-
sident Wilson to act. Shortly pefcre
one oclock today he delivered his inau-
gural address before a great crowd
which packed the Plaza at the East
point of the capital. Vice-President
Marshall had been inaugurated in the
Senate Chamber a few minutes be-
fere. i

‘With new consecration to the na-
tion’s service, the President touching
on the International crisis declared,
there could now be no turning back
from the tragic events of the last
thirty months. which have  brought
upon Americans new responsibility as
citizens of the world.

The President stated anew that
America stands for peace, for the sta-
bility of free peoples, national equa-
lity in matters of right, that the seas
must be free to all and that the fa-
mily of nationsg shall not support any
governments not derived from the
consent of the governed. Sounding
a solemn warnin gto the nationagainst
any faction or intrigue to break the
harmony or embarrass the spirit of
the American people, the President
called for an America united in feel-
ing, firm in purpose and in its vision
<! duty, of opportunity and of service.
At the conclusion of his address the
President led the procession back to
the White House where it passed in
review beforg him.

The address itself was extremely
shoxt. At the outset he briefly re-
ferred to the past four years but said
that the situation before the country
was such that this was not a time for
retrospect but a time to speak their
thoughts and purpose concerning the
present and the immediate future. He
referred tc the Currents and influen-
ces which were, not against their for-
mer wish, influencing their  own
course and conduect. “We are a com-
posite and cosmopolitan people; we
are of the blood of all the nations that
are at war. The currents of our
thoughts as well as the currents of
our trade run quick at all seasons
back and forth between us and them.
The war inevitably set its mark from

I the first, alike upon our minds, our

industries, our commerce, cur politi-
cal and social actions. To be
indifferent t, it or independent of it
was out of the question.”
Proceeding he said the United
States had been deeply wrongeq upon
the seas; he said the United States
had been compelled to arm itself and
to stand firm in armed neutrality.
