DOVER, England, July 28 <(AP)
—The Olympic flame reached Dov-
er from Calais, France, tonight tn
the British destroyer Bicester.

The torch bearing the flame was
carried off the pier by a naval pet-
ty officer.

After he had taken a few steps
the flame went out but was re
lighted from a second torch.car-
ried from Mount Olympus in case
of just such an emergency.

LONDON, July 28 —(Reuters) —

to Olympics prize-winners.

The awards will be the same as
those given at previous games —
silver gilt for premier awards, si:=
ver for second place and bronze
for third. About 1900 prize and
commemorative medals have been
struck.
