MONTREAL, March 2— (CP)—
One man was killed and “‘quite a
few rpersons were injured” whncn
a towing truck and an autobus
sald to be carrying ebout 40 pas-
sengers were involved in a col-
lislon near St. Jerome, in the
Laurentians about 35 miles noxth
of Montreal, Provincial Police re-
ported tonight.

The accldent came at the tail-
end of a blizzard which tied up
highway traffic and air travel to
and from this district.
