LONDON, April 3— “The silent
mass of mankind” in Germany and
Austria-Hungary ‘{8 becoming :vocal

Czernin, the Austria-Hungarian  for-
eign minister, that _the Central
Powers are ready for an “honorable
peace” at any time,

The second part of Count Czer-
nin’s statement, in which he pointed
out that the dual monarchy must fight
on until “guarantees of existence” are
assured unless the Kaiser's pro--
posals of a peace conference is ac-
cepted by the Entente Allies, is not
regarded as important except as an
attempt to show the official belief that
the masses of the Central Powers will
not revolt,

That Count Czernin realizes
the necessity of recognizing in
Austria the echo of the Russian
revolution, new sweeping all Eu-
rope, is unquestioned. Following
Thursday's Socialist demonstra-
tion in the German Reichstag
wholly different color has been
given to the question of peace.

It is the more significant because
the Austrian resistance  stiffencd
somewhat after the declaration of
the Allied peace terms.

The reference to the Czechs and
the Slovas, rightly or wrongly, was
taken as proof of an intention to
break up the empire, giving the dual
monarchy everything to lose and noth-
ing to gain by making peace. It is
thought that there is a rreasonable
tone about Count Czernin's etate
ment which rather guarantees its
genuineness, Hig point about the pos-
sibility of a peace conference with-
out a truce is regarded as consider-
able of a concession to the Allies,
but generally there is a feeling that
autooracy’s seat on'the safety valve
is becoming dangerous nowadays.’
