SWINBURNE'S “FORSAKEN
GARDEN”

I have always thought that his
“Forsaken Garden” is ome of the
most appealing of Swinburne's
poems. Some one has said that
“his pages are luminous mists of
language”, the exact meaning of-
ten hard to discover. He is a
wonderful musician if nothing
else and has sonorous pomps of
sound. This poem has ten verses,
and the style is typically his.

He shows us the geography of
the garden “Walled round with
rocks as an inland island, the
ghost of a garden fronts the sea.
It is enclosed by a girdle of brush-
wood and thorn.”

The place is silent now so that
it a step should sound or a word
be spoken, would a ghost arise
at the strange guest’s hand. The
grey walks are guestless and
nought goes there but the sea
winds, restless night and day. The
passing years have left nought but
thorns where the roses were —

lite, the ills
usually take the form of social leg-
islation and the compounding

at hand a ready remedy for
practically every ill. Any slight
symptom of the approach of scme
malady is immediately dealt with
by taking a pill or a medication of
some kind.

There is no doubt that a great
number of rermedies are quack
remedies and still others while they
may be of value, do not fit tae pat-
ient taking them because nis ais-
ease may not be properly diagnosed.
This is especially true if the patient
is his own dlagnostician. Whether
the remedies be good or harmful
or just simply harmless and useless,
the very fact that a person has so
many of them gives indication of
his awareness of ill-health.

Very frequently a good doctor
who knows the case counsels the
emptying of the medicine cabinet,
or at least a considerable deple-
Lloq of it, and prescribes for the
basic root of all the patient's
trouble. Just as frequently, a pat-
ient such as we have described
distrusts the doctor and gives up
his cherished remedies with ve-

Were this law of Christian
charity observed, any reasonable
economic policy could lead to pop-
ular contentment and happiness:
in other words, to social well-being.
Without it no social system can
prove successful. The remedy for
the ills which today afflict man-
kind does not lie s0 much in new
economic and social conceptions as
in a complete change of heart. The
individual must be transformed be-
fore society can be transformed.
Industrial and commercial re-
forms or revolutions Jleave un-
touched the real roots of all our
evils: man's ill-ordered ambition,
his lust for gain, his engrossing self-
ishness by which he seeks to pro-
mote his own particular interest at
the expense of his weaker or less
favorably situated neighbor.

The story of human selfishness
is ag old as fallen humanity. Lack
of brotherly love in human life is
one of the first facts with which
sacred history acquaints us. It was
manifested by Cain in the enurder
of his brother, Abel. Cain voiced
the sentiment that “he was not his
brother’s keeper.” How often since
has the history of mankind been
sullied by the same story?

The modern busihess man, who
by methods which are umnjust, ruins
his competitor, is but a disciple of
the doctrine of Cain. It is this
same uncharitable philosophy of
life which repeats itself in the ap-
parently endless wars of aggression,
as well as in the private inhuman-
ities of man against man in every
state of life and period of history.
