CHURCH THIEF'S
~ CAREER ENDED

Betrayed'to the Police By Scorned
Woman—Other Charges
Againat Him

PARIS, Nov. 27.—A scorned woman's
fury has helped the police to put thelir
hands on a man, Van Turnhout, who
has robbed more than two hundred
churches in all parts of France.

Born in Paris, his parents being Bel-
glan, Van Turnhout began his career
of orime at the age' of thirteen. He
robbed a chapel near Hasenbronek.
Three years later he was sent to pris-
on, from which he escaped but was
captured, and detained until he reseh-
ed his majority. After he left prison
he ‘joined thé. Belgian army and six
months later became a corporal. Then
he deserted and went on a tour through
Switserland, Germany and Italy.' Re-
turning to Belglum, he appearsd bhe-
fore the court-martial, was sentencad
to three years imprisonment and af-
terwards drafted in to a regiment of
chasseurs at Tournal, but he deserted
on .the day of his incorporation and
enlisted in the foreign legion. Liber-
ated in 1903 he returned to Lille. For
a year his eonduct was exemplary.
Then he fell in love and eloped with
a young lady..

This was at the time of the Cour-
rieries mine disaster. He had not a cent
in his pooket and there was nothing
to steal. He went to Amiens and for
some time was employed at the exhib-
itlon1 there, hut he grew tired of the
work and disguising himself as a
miner - paraded the street singing a
song of his own composing, ‘“Martyre
of Toll,” the woman whom.he abducted
from Lille accompaning him on the
guitar., One eveéning finding that his
receipts were unusually good he left
the lady with the guitar and went to
Paris, where he made the acquaintance
of Clara Tulgat, the woman who. later
gave him to the police. The couple
attended a cinematographic show at
Lilte, where tha exploits of ‘church
thieves, the brothars Thomeb', were Ge-
picted. The show gave him an Mea—
he too would be a church robber.. 8o,
accompanied by his frfiend, he travel-
ed through France, living on the pro-
cenda -of church thefts.
