MEASLES MAY BE DANGEROUS |

A story, often mepeated, is about
a middle-aged man being exdinined
for insurance who, when asked if
he had ever been sick, stated that
he never had had a day's illness.
When asked if he had nqver had
measles, scarlet fever or other
children’'s diseases, he stated that
he had had all tie diseases of child |
hood at least half a dozen times.

This means, of course, that par-
ents do not as a rule consider the
diseases of chilchood a sericus
matter, despite the fact that scar-
let fever may cause loss of hearing
any may be followed years after-
ward by epilepsy, and that a sore
throat and “growing” pains (rheu-
matic fever) is the commonest
cause of heart disease in young
adults and is called childhood's
greatest enemy.

One of the cormonest diseases
of childhood, cne that usually
causes no alanm in the parents, is
measles. Yet Dr. Archibald L.
Horne, in “Hygeia,” states that in
babies and young children of pre-
school age (under five years) meas-
les can prove highly dangercus.
Measles, in fact, is cne of the lead-
ing causes of death in children
under three. “Not that measles it-
self is usually the killer, but it can
weaken a child so that it makes
him an easy victim for pneumonia
or other sericus after-effects.” Ear
disease and inflarimation of the
prain have been known to follow an
attack of rmeasles.

One of the mistakes scme moth-
ers make, when one of her young-
sters has the measles, is figuring
that it woem't be any more trouble
to care for two sick children than
for one. Therefore, she thrusts the
baby into close quarters with the
older child, sothat 1t will “catch”
the measles and be over therm for
gopd. This is a big mistake because
the older child is likely to be
stronger than the baby and ccmes
through the measles in good condi-
tion, whereas the baby is not so
lucky in that measles “while a mild
disease for an older child is always
a dangerous one in infants and
youg cfaildren.”

Also, as it takes measles dbout
two weeks to develop after being in
contact with it, it means that the
first or older child is about well
when the baby is attacked and the
two children are not sick at the
same time. Now the chillren can
be protected against the diseases of
childhood, parents should, if the
child is well, have it protected by
the various methods mow nvall.uble;
