I really think that in the case

where the husband makes the liv-
ing and the wife does the house-
work and rears the children that
she has an easier time than he
does if you want to split hairs in
welghing a matter where the scale
is so nearly balanced.

The reason I say this is because
if the woman uses any intelligence
whatever in managing her work
she can always slip out an hour or
two during the day for a mnap or
for a visit or reading or amusing
herself in whatever way she desires,
whereas the man has never &
minute during working hours that
he can call his own if you except
the time he takes off for lunch.
Also, if the woman has a headache
or feels badly there is a lot of
her work that she can let slide
unt{]l the next day- She has no
boss with a watchful eye on her.
