This
is an interesting peice of mechanism.
The reaper and binder which outs the
grain apd ties it into bundles Tat the

invention, but Mr. Conroy’s
cuts the grain and threshes it simulta-
eously. Itisstaried ina field in the
morning and at night the grain can be
taken to the elevator and the ﬁeld is
ready to plcugh once more.

that on a mowing machine, from which

it is thrown upon a sheet of cauvass ar-
ranged on rollers and then taken np in-
to the thresher. There it is threshed
and winnowed and then carried to the
opposite side of the ‘machine where it
falls into bags, which as they fill up,
are in turn tied up and thrown off.
