|FILTRATION OF
. WATER SUPPLIES,

The quality of water for human
consumption depends upon the pollut-
ing and purifying influences to which
it has been subjected before reaching
the consumer. It ig well known _ that
the general health of a community
using a sewerage Polluted water grad-
ually falls lower and lower and the
death rpate increases Proportionally,
Of the diseases most  frequently
following the use of an impure water,
typhoid [e\"e} holds, at the present
day, the most prominent position in
the public eye. It is a curious fact,
as yet unexplained, that the change
from gn impure water to a pure sup-
ply diminishes the sickness and death
rate, not only from typhoid fever, put
also from tuberculosis, pneumonia,
and other serious diseases, Tt is also
a fact that in certain citieg using g
sewerage polluted water the death rate
from  typhoid fever is many times
more than that for citics using a fil-
tered water supply taken from the
same source.

Generally speaking, there are
methods in-use for the filtration
Public water supplies:
as the ‘‘Slow Sanq’
‘*Mechamnical”’ filtration.

any particular water must he careful-
ly considered before adoption by a
municipality, and this can only be
done by a competent sanitary engin-
eer. When either system can be used,
it resolves itself into a question of
primary cost and annual maintensnce.
The slow sond filters cost approxi-
mately, §30,000 per million gallons of
the daily consumption and about ten
per cent of this per annum for op-
erating;while a mechanical filter costs
about one-fourth, and, if carefully op-
erated, a high degree of efficiency as
regards purification can he obtained
This is well exemplified at Chatham,
Ontario, where for some years filters
of this latter class have heen in op-
eration, the water treated being that
of the Jiver Thames.
