THE HISTORY OF FASHION,

Fashion is a social custom, trans-
mitted by imitation or by tradition;
it 18 a form of luxury in ornamenta-
tion; the caprices of fashion are both
frequent and sudden; it is changeable,
unreliable, frivolous, and thrusts as-
1de e most careful calculations; it
dominesrs its universal following,
reigning supreme over all classes of
society im which the taste for finery
dates well back.

Up to, the thirteenth century, says
M, Clerget,  women’s costumes were
‘chiefly tunice or robes marked by na-
tural simplicity, but in France in the
fourteenth and fifteenth centuries, un-
der Francis I. and Henry II., dresses
were designed to folWlow the natural
lines. Women then appeared in fitted
doublets, skirts, and wraps with coll-
ars, The sleeves were leg-of-mutton
and balloon shaped, filled with plaits
or very tight. At the time of Henry
III, the pointed , waist was held in
place by a stiff corset, and was ac-
companied by puffed sleeves, the dress
already having the hoop-petticoat.
~ The reign of Henry IV. brought out
the great bell skirt built on springs,
which later was found with the crin-
line. The tendency towards fulness in
the skirt kept increasing until 1605
.‘hvringing some dresses to enormous
'proportions. Then toward the end of
| he seventeenth century the fullness
‘diminished, ' giving way to padded
/dresses worn under mantle wraps,
though reappearing again later. Re-
(duction in the size of the skirt con-

ess again came into fashion, and by
185 the gkirts were ridiculously..full
and expanded with great hoops. Therc
was another reaction and the hoopj
ikirt gave way, first to the bustle
and then; in. 1763, to the' ane-piece
iress, with mno“ornamentation. Greek
‘'tobes were-séen” at’ fetes and-on the
stage. The directoire dréss exagger-
ated the plaited -style and resemhled
the trousers skirt of recent date. The
'‘mplire costume with the high waist
was another transformation of the
lirectoire, showing a tendency to full-
ness8 in the form.
