The war has reached another criti-
cal stage both in the field and in the
Spanish capital. At Santiago the
American furces are closing in on the
doomed city, which must soon sur-
render at discretion or be carried by
assault. At Madrid there is a politi-
cal crisis caused by the resignation of
Premi-r Sagasta.

What the result of the fall of San-
tiago will be it is difficult to forecast.
Iv will be & less important matter
than the destruction of either Cer-
vera’s, or the Manila fleet, but follow-
ing those disasters it will make an ac-
cumulation of defeat which will in-
volve a terrible strain upon any new
cabinet that may be formed and upon
the Queen Regent as well.
