LONDON, Dec. 18, — Some ap-
prehension  exists in government
cireles concerning whether a boy-
cott. against British subjects may
be instituted in China upon the
conclusion  of  conversations in
Hankow between Miles Lampson,
the British minister to China, and
Eugene Chen, foreign minister of
the Cantonese government, which
has heen steadily extending the
area it controls in China.

Official advices received today
gtate that Mr. Lampson started for
his post in Peking last night. It
wag expected that his conversation
with Chen on the problems brought
up by the recent rise of Cantonese
power, will be resumed at an early
date. It was stated that the con-
versations between Mr. Lampson
ald Foreign Minister Chen were
explanatory in character, that no
definite agreement was expected
and that none was made.

It is hoped, however, that the ex-
change of views will be most valu-

ahle to the British  position in
China.
The foreign office also made

clear that the despatch of eight
destroyers and one cruiser from
Malta to China yesterday merely
brings the British naval forces in
Chinese waters to normal ftrength.
