Stalin Speech

. LONDON, March 14 — (Rcu-
ters) — Almost without exception
the British press today headlined
Generalissimo Stalin’s deszcription
of Winston Churchill as a ‘“war-
monger” for Mr, Churchill's re-
-gent speech at Fulton. Mo., when
he called for a virtual Anglo-Am-
erican military alliance and ques-
tioned Russia's post-war plans.

Typlcal were the headlines-in the
Conservative Daily Mail: “Sensa-
tional reply from the Kremlin to
Britain's war leader—war-monger,
closely resembling Hitler.”

The diplomatic correspondent of
the influential Liberal Manchester
QGuardian, called Gen. Stalin's
statement “much the most import-
ant exposition of Russian policy
towards the west that has heen
made oince the war.”

“The speech was hardly concil-
jatory,” he continued. “It opens a
new and perhaps grave chapter in
international relations.”

A Foreign Office spokesman ex-

ressed doubt there would bLe of-
icial government comment since
the Stalin remarks were directed
at Mr. Churchill, who has no ,89v-

Official circles indicated Mr.
Churchill would be left to reply
for himself.

The Manchester Guardian edit-
orially quoted Gen. Stalin as say-
ing Mr. Churchill’'s speech had
hindered collaboration, and asked:
“Can Stalin point to any effort
made by Russia for that collabora-
tion in the last three months? All
the evidence has pointed to a decl-
iberate campaign to break up the
British Empire, e{ect the British
Government and turn the United
States against us. Unless there is
a change soon world disaster can
hardly be averted.”
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The Conservative Yorkshire Post.
the only other paper to nt
at once on the Stalin statement,
called for an end to “long-range
recrimination,” declared that sus-
picion could only be removed “by
examination at the highest level”
of three power policles and sug-
gested a direct meeting between
Mr. Churchill, President Truman
and Prime Minister Clement Att-
lee.
